SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Complete the Networx
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Telecommunications Transition Act’.
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SEC. 2. REQUIREMENT FOR FEDERAL AGENCIES TO TRANS-

FER TELECOMMUNICATIONS SERVICES.

(a) IN GENERAL.—To the maximum extent prac-
ticable, Federal agencies and other Federal entities con-
cerned shall begin acquiring all telecommunications serv-
ices under the Networx contracts of the General Services
Administration not later than May 31, 2011.

(b) LIMITATION RELATING TO FUTURE CON-

TRACTS.—To the maximum extent practicable, the Admin-
istrator of General Services may not accept any offer for
an F'TS2001 bridge or crossover contract after the date
of the enactment of this Act unless the goods or services
to be provided under such contract are at a price that is
equal to or less than the price of comparable goods or serv-
ices under the Networx contracts of the General Services
Administration.

(¢) DEFINITION.—In this Act, the term ‘‘Federal
agencies and other Federal entities concerned” means
Federal agencies and entities that are acquiring tele-
communications services under the General Services Ad-

ministration F'TS2001 bridge and crossover contracts as

in effect on September 29, 2010.
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
