ECONOMIC STIMULUS UPDATE

UPCOMING ARRA
OPPORTUNITIES ALONG THE
U.S.-MEXICAN BORDER

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
(ARRA), signed into law by President Obama Febru-
ary 19, committed more than $3 billion for the U.S.
Department of Homeland Security (DHS). Recently,
Homeland Security (DHS) Secretary Janet Napolitano
announced more than $20 million in (ARRA) funding
for Otay Mesa improvements.

Highlights from the announcement include:

DHS (in coordination with the General Services
Administration (GSA) will direct more than $40
million in ARRA funding to the Southwest bor-
der. This funding includes but is not limited to:

e $269 million for port and other infra-
structure projects in Otay Mesa, Ante-
lope Wells, N.M., Los Ebanos, Texas,
Corpus Christi, Texas, and Nogales,
Arizona.

$42 million for Non-Intrusive Inspec-
tion Equipment (NIIE) at Southwest
border ports of entry, including both
low energy and large-scale systems—
big enough to scan tractor-trailers.

Additionally, Secretary Napolitano announced $50
million in Secure Border Initiative (SBInet) funding
to accelerate deployment of surveillance technology
and associated command and control technologies in
Arizona, including deployment in Nogales and
Sonoita stations, and $50 million to pay for tactical
communications modernization for the El Paso and
Rio Grande Valley Sectors. Boeing is the prime con-
tractor for SBInet.

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$200 million and $450 million went to GSA. While
the total value of the new headquarters has not been
finalized, estimates range from $3.2 to $4.1 billion.

GSA’s Public Buildings Service is preparing to award
the Lead Design Architecture and Engineering (A&E)
procurement in the next few months. Currently, A&E
procurement is in the source selection phase. Six
firms have been identified as potential awardees. This
contract valued up to $445 million will provide the
design services and prepare the construction and in-
stallation projects at the new headquarters. Because of
the size of this project, it is likely that there will be
requirements for infrastructure, IT, technology, and
telecom and security solutions to support this state-of-
the-art facility.

Contracting opportunities will become more apparent
after the A&E procurement is awarded in the coming
months.

FEDERAL REGISTER NOTICE:
CONTRACTING RULES FOR STIMULUS DOLLARS

On March 31, 2009, the Civilian Agency Acquisition
Council and the Defense Acquisition Regulations Council
published six proposed interim rules in the Federal Regis-
ter to implement contracting provisions for the $787 bil-
lion in ARRA.

The rules include requirements for federal contracting
officers to follow additional guidelines in publicizing con-
tracts and for contractors to file quarterly reports on the
work they perform. The rules would also implement the
Buy American provisions of ARRA and strengthen whis-
tle-blower protections. Public comments on the rules are
due by June 1.

The interim rules would:

® Provide guidance for contracting officers in posting

presolicitation notices, announcing contract awards,
entering awards into the Federal Procurement Data
System, and handling nonfixed-price and noncom-
petitive contracts;

Implement Section 1512 of ARRA by requiring con-
tractors to report quarterly on the use of the money
they receive under the law;

Implement provisions to protect whistleblowers at the
state and local government levels as well as contrac-
tor whistle-blowers;

Allow the Government Accountability Office (GAO)
officials to interview current contractor employees
during audits of contractors’ records; and

Implement the Buy American provisions for construc-
tion materials; and implement ARRA provisions for
inspectors general to review spending and to ensure
transparency in all contracting actions.

The federal government estimated that it will award about
$80 billion in Recovery Act awards to more than 20,000
prime contractors and 60,000 first-tier subcontractors.
Roughly 20 percent of the prime contractors and about 25
percent of the subcontractors will be small businesses, the
Federal Register notice said.For more information,
please visit:
