At the end of the bill, add the following:

SEC. 6. EFFECTIVE DATE. 1

This Act shall take effect when the Administrator of 2

the Energy Information Administration certifies that a 3

Federal program, other than a program under section 111 4

of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7411), will reduce carbon 5

pollution from fossil fuel-fired electric utility generating 6

units, or from sources economy-wide, in at least equivalent 7

quantities and with similar timing to the carbon pollution 8

reductions required in the aggregate by the rules and 9

guidelines listed in paragraphs (2), (3), and (4) of section 10
