Jobs at WRJ postal facility saved

Vermont got good news on May 17th with the announcement by the Postal Service that the
White River Junction mail sorting facility will remain open. The facility, which employees over
200 Vermonters, had been slated for closure but will be spared under a new plan announced
by the Postmaster General. Rep. Welch fought to keep the facility open and welcomed the
announcement, saying “this is good news for the hard-working employees at White River
Junction and will ensure Vermonters continue to receive reliable, timely service.”

Welch brings Vermonters’ student loan debt stories to Congress

Rep. Welch is fighting in Congress to block a scheduled July 1 doubling of interest rates on
some student loans.
