Introduction

The annual time frame for presenting the data by HTS10 subheading is limited, compared with category data, because valid subheadings may change from

year to year as a result of revisions to the HTS. (Typically, HTS10 subheadings are superseded by new HTS10 subheadings as a result of statistical

breakouts or changes to the HTS that are necessary pursuant to HS revisions by the World Customs Organization.) Major subheading changes occurred in

2007 and again in 2012. Minor changes have occurred in the interim years. Only data for subheadings valid during the entire time frame of this report are

shown to ensure that only meaningful trends are presented.
