7502(c)(9)) is amended by adding at the end the fol-8

lowing: ‘‘Nothing in this Act precludes, with respect to any 9

plan or plan provision, the inclusion and approval of con-10
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tingency measures that are or may be implemented or take 1

effect prior to the area involved failing to make reasonable 2

further progress or to attain any national primary ambient 3

air quality standard by the applicable attainment date.’’. 4
