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Data Source and Methods

» Data for this analysis come from the 2016 American Community Survey (ACS) Public Use
Microdata Sample (PUMS).

 The ACS is an ongoing survey that provides annual data on the social and economic
characteristics of the U.S. population.

* The ACS uses a series of monthly samples to produce annually updated data for the
same small areas (census tracts and block groups) formerly surveyed via the
decennial census long-form sample.

* The universe for this analysis is the civilian population 17 years and older living in the
United States and Puerto Rico.

The percentage of female Veterans working in management and professional occupations was about 8 A higher percentage of male Veterans were in production, transportation, sales and office occupations
percentage points higher than that of non-Veteran women in 2016.
