HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

RESOLVED by the House of Representatives of the State of

Texas, the Senate concurring:

That the Legislature of the State of Texas, pursuant to
Article V of the Constitution of the United States, hereby makes
application to the Congress of the United States to call a

convention for proposing the following amendment to the

Constitution of the United States:

No student shall be assigned to nor compelled to attend

any particular public school on account of race, religion, color

or national origin; and, be it further
RESQLVED, That this application constitutes a continuing
application in accordance with Article V of the Constitution of
the United States until at least two-thlirds of the legislatures of
the several states have made simlilar applications pursuant to
Article V. 1If Congress proposes an amendment to the Constitution
jdentical with that contained in thils resolution before January 1,
1974, this application for a state application shall no longer be

of any force or effect; and, be it further

RESOLVED, That since this method of prbposing amendments to
the Constitution has never been completed to the point of calling
a convention and no interpretation of the power of the states in
the exercise of thls right has ever been made by any court or any
qualified tribunal, if there be such, and since the exercise of
thé power 1s a matter of basic sovereign rights and the

interpretation thereof 1s primarily in the soverelgn government -

making such exercise and since the power to use such right in full
also carries thé power to use such right in part the Legislature

of the State of Texas iInterprets Article V to mean that if
two-thirds of the states make application for aucbnvention to
propose an identical amendment to the Constitution for ratification
with a limitation that such amendment be the only matter before it,
that such convention would have power only to propose the

specified amendment and would be limited to such proposal and

would not have power to vary the text thereof nor would it have

power to propose other amendments on the same or different
