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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Transportation, and Housing and Urban 5

Development, and related agencies for the fiscal year end-6

ing September 30, 2013, and for other purposes, namely: 7

DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION 9

OFFICE OF THE SECRETARY 10

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 11

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Secretary, 12

$108,277,000, of which not to exceed $2,635,000 shall be 13

available for the immediate Office of the Secretary; not 14

to exceed $992,000 shall be available for the Immediate 15

Office of the Deputy Secretary; not to exceed $19,615,000 16

shall be available for the Office of the General Counsel; 17

not to exceed $11,248,000 shall be available for the Office 18

of the Under Secretary of Transportation for Policy; not 19

to exceed $12,825,000 shall be available for the Office of 20

the Assistant Secretary for Budget and Programs; not to 21

exceed $2,601,000 shall be available for the Office of the 22

Assistant Secretary for Governmental Affairs; not to ex-23

ceed $27,095,000 shall be available for the Office of the 24

Assistant Secretary for Administration; not to exceed 25
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$2,034,000 shall be available for the Office of Public Af-1

fairs; not to exceed $1,701,000 shall be available for the 2

tice of any change in funding greater than 5 percent shall 15

be submitted for approval to the House and Senate Com-16

mittees on Appropriations: Provided further, That not to 17

exceed $60,000 shall be for allocation within the Depart-18

ment for official reception and representation expenses as 19

the Secretary may determine: Provided further, That not-20

withstanding any other provision of law, excluding fees au-21

thorized in Public Law 107–71, there may be credited to 22

this appropriation up to $2,500,000 in funds received in 23

user fees: Provided further, That none of the funds pro-24
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vided in this Act shall be available for the position of As-1

sistant Secretary for Public Affairs. 2

For necessary expenses for upgrading and enhancing 4

the Department of Transportation’s financial systems and 5

re-engineering business processes, $10,000,000, to remain 6

available through September 30, 2014. 7

CYBER SECURITY INITIATIVES 8

For necessary expenses for cyber security initiatives, 9

including necessary upgrades to wide area network and 10

information technology infrastructure, improvement of 11

network perimeter controls and identity management, 12

testing and assessment of information technology against 13

business, security, and other requirements, implementa-14

tion of Federal cyber security initiatives and information 15

infrastructure enhancements, implementation of enhanced 16

security controls on network devices, and enhancement of 17

cyber security workforce training tools, $6,000,000, to re-18

main available through September 30, 2014. 19

OFFICE OF CIVIL RIGHTS 20

For necessary expenses of the Office of Civil Rights, 21

$9,773,000. 22
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TRANSPORTATION PLANNING, RESEARCH, AND 1

DEVELOPMENT 2

For necessary expenses for conducting transportation 3

planning, research, systems development, development ac-4

tivities, and making grants, to remain available until ex-5

pended, $8,000,000. 6

WORKING CAPITAL FUND 7

For necessary expenses for operating costs and cap-8

ital outlays of the Working Capital Fund, not to exceed 9

$174,128,000 shall be paid from appropriations made 10

available to the Department of Transportation: Provided, 11

That such services shall be provided on a competitive basis 12

to entities within the Department of Transportation: Pro-13

vided further, That the above limitation on operating ex-14

penses shall not apply to non-DOT entities: Provided fur-15

ther, That no funds appropriated in this Act to an agency 16

of the Department shall be transferred to the Working 17

Capital Fund without majority approval of the Working 18

Capital Fund Steering Committee and approval of the 19

Secretary: Provided further, That no assessments may be 20

levied against any program, budget activity, subactivity or 21

project funded by this Act unless notice of such assess-22

ments and the basis therefor are presented to the House 23

and Senate Committees on Appropriations and are ap-24

proved by such Committees. 25
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MINORITY BUSINESS RESOURCE CENTER PROGRAM 1

For the cost of guaranteed loans, $418,000, as au-2

thorized by 49 U.S.C. 332: Provided, That such costs, in-3

cluding the cost of modifying such loans, shall be as de-4

fined in section 502 of the Congressional Budget Act of 5

1974: Provided further, That these funds are available to 6

subsidize total loan principal, any part of which is to be 7

guaranteed, not to exceed $21,955,000. 8

In addition, for administrative expenses to carry out 9

the guaranteed loan program, $867,388. 10

MINORITY BUSINESS OUTREACH 11

For necessary expenses of Minority Business Re-12

source Center outreach activities, $3,234,000, to remain 13

available until September 30, 2014: Provided, That not-14

withstanding 49 U.S.C. 332, these funds may be used for 15

business opportunities related to any mode of transpor-16

tation. 17

PAYMENTS TO AIR CARRIERS 18

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 19

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 20

In addition to funds made available from any other 21

source to carry out the essential air service program under 22

49 U.S.C. 41731 through 41742, $114,000,000, to be de-23

rived from the Airport and Airway Trust Fund, to remain 24

available until expended: Provided, That in determining 25
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between or among carriers competing to provide service 1

to a community, the Secretary may consider the relative 2

subsidy requirements of the carriers: Provided further, 3

That no funds made available under section 41742 of title 4

49, United States Code, and no funds made available in 5

this Act or any other Act in any fiscal year, shall be avail-6

able to carry out the essential air service program under 7

sections 41731 through 41742 of such title 49 in commu-8

nities in the 48 contiguous States unless the community 9

received subsidized essential air service or received a 90- 10

day notice of intent to terminate service and the Secretary 11

required the air carrier to continue to provide service to 12

the community at any time between September 30, 2010, 13

and September 30, 2011, inclusive: Provided further, That 14

basic essential air service minimum requirements shall not 15

include the 15-passenger capacity requirement under sub-16

section 41732(b)(3) of title 49, United States Code: Pro-17

vided further, That if the funds under this heading are 18

insufficient to meet the costs of the essential air service 19

program in the current fiscal year, the Secretary shall 20

transfer such sums as may be necessary to carry out the 21

essential air service program from any available amounts 22

appropriated to or directly administered by the Office of 23

the Secretary for such fiscal year. 24
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ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—OFFICE OF THE 1

SECRETARY OF TRANSPORTATION 2

SEC. 101. None of the funds made available in this 3

Act to the Department of Transportation may be obligated 4

for the Office of the Secretary of Transportation to ap-5

prove assessments or reimbursable agreements pertaining 6

to funds appropriated to the modal administrations in this 7

Act, except for activities underway on the date of enact-8

ment of this Act, unless such assessments or agreements 9

have completed the normal reprogramming process for 10

Congressional notification. 11

SEC. 102. The Secretary or his designee may engage 12

in activities with States and State legislators to consider 13

proposals related to the reduction of motorcycle fatalities. 14

SEC. 103. Notwithstanding section 3324 of title 31, 15

United States Code, in addition to authority provided by 16

section 327 of title 49, United States Code, the Depart-17

ment’s Working Capital Fund is hereby authorized to pro-18

vide payments in advance to vendors that are necessary 19

to carry out the Federal transit pass transportation fringe 20

benefit program under Executive Order 13150 and section 21

3049 of Public Law 109–59: Provided, That the Depart-22

ment shall include adequate safeguards in the contract 23

with the vendors to ensure timely and high-quality per-24

formance under the contract. 25
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SEC. 104. The Secretary shall post on the Web site 1

of the Department of Transportation a schedule of all 2

meetings of the Credit Council, including the agenda for 3

each meeting, and require the Credit Council to record the 4

decisions and actions of each meeting. 5

FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION 6

OPERATIONS 7

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 8

For necessary expenses of the Federal Aviation Ad-9

ministration, not otherwise provided for, including oper-10

ations and research activities related to commercial space 11

transportation, administrative expenses for research and 12

development, establishment of air navigation facilities, the 13

operation (including leasing) and maintenance of aircraft, 14

subsidizing the cost of aeronautical charts and maps sold 15

to the public, lease or purchase of passenger motor vehi-16

cles for replacement only, in addition to amounts made 17

available by Public Law 108–176, $9,718,000,000, of 18

which $4,682,500,000 shall be derived from the Airport 19

and Airway Trust Fund, of which not to exceed 20

$7,513,850,000 shall be available for air traffic organiza-21

tion activities; not to exceed $1,255,000,000 shall be avail-22

able for aviation safety activities; not to exceed 23

$16,700,000 shall be available for commercial space trans-24

portation activities; not to exceed $573,591,000 shall be 25
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available for finance and management activities; not to ex-1

ceed $60,064,000 shall be available for NextGen and oper-2

ations planning activities; and not to exceed $298,795,000 3

shall be available for staff offices: Provided, That not to 4

exceed 2 percent of any budget activity, except for aviation 5

safety budget activity, may be transferred to any budget 6

activity under this heading: Provided further, That no 7

transfer may increase or decrease any appropriation by 8

more than 2 percent: Provided further, That any transfer 9

in excess of 2 percent shall be treated as a reprogramming 10

of funds under section 405 of this Act and shall not be 11

available for obligation or expenditure except in compli-12

ance with the procedures set forth in that section: Pro-13

vided further, That not later than March 31 of each fiscal 14

year hereafter, the Administrator of the Federal Aviation 15

Administration shall transmit to Congress an annual up-16

date to the report submitted to Congress in December 17

2004 pursuant to section 221 of Public Law 108–176: 18

Provided further, That the amount herein appropriated 19

shall be reduced by $100,000 for each day after March 20

31 that such report has not been submitted to the Con-21

gress: Provided further, That not later than March 31 of 22

each fiscal year hereafter, the Administrator shall trans-23

mit to Congress a companion report that describes a com-24

prehensive strategy for staffing, hiring, and training flight 25
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standards and aircraft certification staff in a format simi-1

lar to the one utilized for the controller staffing plan, in-2

cluding stated attrition estimates and numerical hiring 3

goals by fiscal year: Provided further, That the amount 4

herein appropriated shall be reduced by $100,000 per day 5

for each day after March 31 that such report has not been 6

submitted to Congress: Provided further, That funds may 7

be used to enter into a grant agreement with a nonprofit 8

standard-setting organization to assist in the development 9

of aviation safety standards: Provided further, That none 10

of the funds in this Act shall be available for new appli-11

cants for the second career training program: Provided 12

further, That none of the funds in this Act shall be avail-13

able for the Federal Aviation Administration to finalize 14

or implement any regulation that would promulgate new 15

aviation user fees not specifically authorized by law after 16

the date of the enactment of this Act: Provided further, 17

That there may be credited to this appropriation as offset-18

ting collections funds received from States, counties, mu-19

nicipalities, foreign authorities, other public authorities, 20

and private sources, for expenses incurred in the provision 21

of agency services, including receipts for the maintenance 22

and operation of air navigation facilities, and for issuance, 23

renewal or modification of certificates, including airman, 24

aircraft, and repair station certificates, or for tests related 25
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thereto, or for processing major repair or alteration forms: 1

Provided further, That of the funds appropriated under 2

this heading, not less than $10,350,000 shall be for the 3

contract tower cost-sharing program: Provided further, 4

That none of the funds in this Act for aeronautical chart-5

ing and cartography are available for activities conducted 6

by, or coordinated through, the Working Capital Fund. 7

FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT 8

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 9

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided for, 10

for acquisition, establishment, technical support services, 11

improvement by contract or purchase, and hire of national 12

airspace systems and experimental facilities and equip-13

ment, as authorized under part A of subtitle VII of title 14

49, United States Code, including initial acquisition of 15

necessary sites by lease or grant; engineering and service 16

testing, including construction of test facilities and acqui-17

sition of necessary sites by lease or grant; construction 18

and furnishing of quarters and related accommodations 19

for officers and employees of the Federal Aviation Admin-20

istration stationed at remote localities where such accom-21

modations are not available; and the purchase, lease, or 22

transfer of aircraft from funds available under this head-23

ing, including aircraft for aviation regulation and certifi-24

cation; to be derived from the Airport and Airway Trust 25
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Fund, $2,749,596,000 of which $480,000,000 shall re-1

main available until September 30, 2013, and of which 2

$2,269,596,000 shall remain available until September 30, 3

2015: Provided, That there may be credited to this appro-4

priation funds received from States, counties, municipali-5

ties, other public authorities, and private sources, for ex-6

penses incurred in the establishment, improvement, and 7

modernization of national airspace systems: Provided fur-8

ther, That upon initial submission to the Congress of the 9

fiscal year 2014 President’s budget, the Secretary of 10

Transportation shall transmit to the Congress a com-11

prehensive capital investment plan for the Federal Avia-12

tion Administration which includes funding for each budg-13

et line item for fiscal years 2014 through 2018, with total 14

funding for each year of the plan constrained to the fund-15

ing targets for those years as estimated and approved by 16

the Office of Management and Budget. 17

RESEARCH, ENGINEERING, AND DEVELOPMENT 18

(INCLUDING RESCISSION OF FUNDS) 19

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 20

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided for, 21

for research, engineering, and development, as authorized 22

under part A of subtitle VII of title 49, United States 23

Code, including construction of experimental facilities and 24

acquisition of necessary sites by lease or grant, 25
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$175,000,000, to be derived from the Airport and Airway 1

Trust Fund and to remain available until September 30, 2

2015: Provided, That there may be credited to this appro-3

priation as offsetting collections, funds received from 4

States, counties, municipalities, other public authorities, 5

and private sources, which shall be available for expenses 6

incurred for research, engineering, and development: Pro-7

vided further, That, of the unobligated balances from prior 8

year appropriations available under this heading, 9

$26,183,998 are rescinded. 10

GRANTS-IN-AID FOR AIRPORTS 11

(LIQUIDATION OF CONTRACT AUTHORIZATION) 12

(LIMITATION ON OBLIGATIONS) 13

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 14

For liquidation of obligations incurred for grants-in- 15

aid for airport planning and development, and noise com-16

patibility planning and programs as authorized under sub-17

chapter I of chapter 471 and subchapter I of chapter 475 18

of title 49, United States Code, and under other law au-19

thorizing such obligations; for procurement, installation, 20

and commissioning of runway incursion prevention devices 21

and systems at airports of such title; for grants authorized 22

under section 41743 of title 49, United States Code; and 23

for inspection activities and administration of airport safe-24

ty programs, including those related to airport operating 25
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certificates under section 44706 of title 49, United States 1

Code, $3,400,000,000 to be derived from the Airport and 2

Airway Trust Fund and to remain available until ex-3

pended: Provided, That none of the funds under this head-4

ing shall be available for the planning or execution of pro-5

grams the obligations for which are in excess of 6

$3,350,000,000 in fiscal year 2013, notwithstanding sec-7

tion 47117(g) of title 49, United States Code: Provided 8

further, That none of the funds under this heading shall 9

be available for the replacement of baggage conveyor sys-10

tems, reconfiguration of terminal baggage areas, or other 11

airport improvements that are necessary to install bulk ex-12

plosive detection systems: Provided further, That notwith-13

standing section 47109(a) of title 49, United States Code, 14

the Government’s share of allowable project costs under 15

paragraph (2) for subgrants or paragraph (3) of that sec-16

tion shall be 95 percent for a project that the Adminis-17

trator determines is a successive phase of a multi-phased 18

construction project for which the project sponsor received 19

a grant in Fiscal Year 2011 for the construction project: 20

Provided further, That notwithstanding any other provi-21

sion of law, of funds limited under this heading, not more 22

than $105,000,000 shall be obligated for administration, 23

not less than $15,000,000 shall be available for the airport 24

cooperative research program, and not less than 25
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$29,300,000 shall be available for Airport Technology Re-1

search. 2

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—FEDERAL AVIATION 3

ADMINISTRATION 4

SEC. 110. None of the funds in this Act may be used 5

to compensate in excess of 600 technical staff-years under 6

the federally funded research and development center con-7

tract between the Federal Aviation Administration and the 8

Center for Advanced Aviation Systems Development dur-9

ing fiscal year 2013. 10

SEC. 111. None of the funds in this Act shall be used 11

to pursue or adopt guidelines or regulations requiring air-12

port sponsors to provide to the Federal Aviation Adminis-13

tration without cost building construction, maintenance, 14

utilities and expenses, or space in airport sponsor-owned 15

buildings for services relating to air traffic control, air 16

navigation, or weather reporting: Provided, That the pro-17

hibition of funds in this section does not apply to negotia-18

tions between the agency and airport sponsors to achieve 19

agreement on ‘‘below-market’’ rates for these items or to 20

grant assurances that require airport sponsors to provide 21

land without cost to the FAA for air traffic control facili-22

ties. 23

SEC. 112. The Administrator of the Federal Aviation 24

Administration may reimburse amounts made available to 25
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satisfy 49 U.S.C. 41742(a)(1) from fees credited under 1

49 U.S.C. 45303: Provided, That during fiscal year 2013, 2

any amount remaining in such account at the close of that 3

fiscal year may be made available to satisfy section 4

41742(a)(1) for the subsequent fiscal year. 5

SEC. 113. Amounts collected under section 40113(e) 6

of title 49, United States Code, shall be credited to the 7

appropriation current at the time of collection, to be 8

merged with and available for the same purposes of such 9

appropriation. 10

SEC. 114. None of the funds limited by this Act for 11

grants under the Airport Improvement Program shall be 12

made available to the sponsor of a commercial service air-13

port if such sponsor fails to agree to a request from the 14

Secretary of Transportation for cost-free space in a non 15

-revenue producing, public use area of the airport terminal 16

or other airport facilities for the purpose of carrying out 17

a public service air passenger rights and consumer out-18

reach campaign. 19

SEC. 115. None of the funds in this Act shall be avail-20

able for paying premium pay under subsection 5546(a) of 21

title 5, United States Code, to any Federal Aviation Ad-22

ministration employee unless such employee actually per-23

formed work during the time corresponding to such pre-24

mium pay. 25
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SEC. 116. None of the funds in this Act may be obli-1

gated or expended for an employee of the Federal Aviation 2

Administration to purchase a store gift card or gift certifi-3

cate through use of a Government-issued credit card. 4

SEC. 117. The Secretary shall apportion to the spon-5

sor of an airport that received scheduled or unscheduled 6

air service from a large certified air carrier (as defined 7

in part 241 of title 14 Code of Federal Regulations, or 8

such other regulations as may be issued by the Secretary 9

under the authority of section 41709) an amount equal 10

to the minimum apportionment specified in 49 U.S.C. 11

47114(c), if the Secretary determines that airport had 12

more than 10,000 passenger boardings in the preceding 13

calendar year, based on data submitted to the Secretary 14

under part 241 of title 14, Code of Federal Regulations. 15

SEC. 118. None of the funds in this Act may be obli-16

gated or expended for retention bonuses for an employee 17

of the Federal Aviation Administration without the prior 18

written approval of the Deputy Assistant Secretary for 19

Administration of the Department of Transportation. 20

SEC. 119. Subparagraph (D) of section 47124(b)(3) 21

of title 49, United States Code, is amended by striking 22

‘‘benefit.’’ and inserting ‘‘benefit, with the maximum al-23

lowable local cost share capped at ‘‘20 percent.’’. 24
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SEC. 119A. Notwithstanding any other provision of 1

law, none of the funds made available under this Act or 2

any prior Act may be used to implement or to continue 3

to implement any limitation on the ability of any owner 4

or operator of a private aircraft to obtain, upon a request 5

to the Administrator of the Federal Aviation Administra-6

tion, a blocking of that owner’s or operator’s aircraft reg-7

istration number from any display of the Federal Aviation 8

Administration’s Aircraft Situational Display to Industry 9

data that is made available to the public, except data made 10

available to a Government agency, for the noncommercial 11

flights of that owner or operator. 12

SEC. 119B. None of the funds appropriated or lim-13

ited by this Act may be used to change weight restrictions 14

or prior permission rules at Teterboro airport in 15

Teterboro, New Jersey. 16

FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION 17

LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES 18

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 19

Contingent upon reauthorization, not to exceed 20

$392,855,251, together with advances and reimburse-21

ments received by the Federal Highway Administration, 22

shall be paid in accordance with law from appropriations 23

made available by this Act to the Federal Highway Admin-24

istration for necessary expenses for administration and op-25
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eration. In addition, not to exceed $3,220,000 shall be 1

paid from appropriations made available by this Act and 2

transferred to the Appalachian Regional Commission in 3

accordance with section 104 of title 23, United States 4

Code. 5

FEDERAL-AID HIGHWAYS 6

(LIMITATION ON OBLIGATIONS) 7

(HIGHWAY TRUST FUND) 8

Contingent upon reauthorization, none of the funds 9

in this Act shall be available for the implementation or 10

execution of programs, the obligations for which are in ex-11

cess of $39,143,582,670 for Federal-aid highways and 12

highway safety construction programs for fiscal year 13

2013: Provided, That within the $39,143,582,670 obliga-14

tion limitation on Federal-aid highways and highway safe-15

ty construction programs, not more than $429,800,000 16

shall be available for the implementation or execution of 17

programs for transportation research (chapter 5 of title 18

23, United States Code; sections 111, 5505, and 5506 of 19

title 49, United States Code; and title 5 of Public Law 20

109–59) for fiscal year 2013: Provided further, That this 21

limitation on transportation research programs shall not 22

apply to any authority previously made available for obli-23

gation: Provided further, That the Secretary may, as au-24

thorized by section 605(b) of title 23, United States Code, 25
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collect and spend fees, to cover the costs of services of 1

expert firms, including counsel, in the field of municipal 2

and project finance to assist in the underwriting and serv-3

icing of Federal credit instruments and all or a portion 4

of the costs to the Federal Government of servicing such 5

credit instruments: Provided further, That such fees are 6

available until expended to pay for such costs: Provided 7

further, That such amounts are in addition to administra-8

tive expenses that are also available for such purpose, and 9

are not subject to any obligation limitation or the limita-10

tion on administrative expenses under section 608 of title 11

23, United States Code. 12

(LIQUIDATION OF CONTRACT AUTHORIZATION) 13

(HIGHWAY TRUST FUND) 14

Contingent upon reauthorization, for carrying out the 15

provisions of title 23, United States Code, that are attrib-16

utable to Federal-aid highways, not otherwise provided, in-17

cluding reimbursement for sums expended pursuant to the 18

provisions of 23 U.S.C. 308, $39,882,583,000 or so much 19

thereof as may be available in and derived from the High-20

way Trust Fund (other than the Mass Transit Account), 21

to remain available until expended. 22
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ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—FEDERAL HIGHWAY 1

ADMINISTRATION 2

SEC. 120. Contingent upon reauthorization, the fol-3

lowing authorities shall apply for fiscal year 2013: 4

(a) The Secretary of Transportation shall— 5

(1) not distribute from the obligation limitation 6

for Federal-aid highways amounts authorized for ad-7

TITLE IV 1

GENERAL PROVISIONS—THIS ACT 2

SEC. 401. Such sums as may be necessary for fiscal 3

year 2013 pay raises for programs funded in this Act shall 4

be absorbed within the levels appropriated in this Act or 5

previous appropriations Acts. 6

SEC. 402. None of the funds in this Act shall be used 7

for the planning or execution of any program to pay the 8

expenses of, or otherwise compensate, non-Federal parties 9

intervening in regulatory or adjudicatory proceedings 10

funded in this Act. 11

SEC. 403. None of the funds appropriated in this Act 12

shall remain available for obligation beyond the current 13

fiscal year, nor may any be transferred to other appropria-14

tions, unless expressly so provided herein. 15

SEC. 404. The expenditure of any appropriation 16

(3) increases funds or personnel for any pro-10

gram, project, or activity for which funds have been 11

denied or restricted by the Congress; 12

(4) proposes to use funds directed for a specific 13

activity by either the House or Senate Committees 14

on Appropriations for a different purpose; 15

(5) augments existing programs, projects, or ac-16

tivities in excess of $5,000,000 or 10 percent, which-17

ever is less; 18

(6) reduces existing programs, projects, or ac-19

tivities by $5,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is 20

less; or 21

(7) creates, reorganizes, or restructures a 22

branch, division, office, bureau, board, commission, 23

agency, administration, or department different from 24

the budget justifications submitted to the Commit-25
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tees on Appropriations or the table accompanying 1

the explanatory statement accompanying this Act, 2

whichever is more detailed, unless prior approval is 3

received from the House and Senate Committees on 4

Appropriations: Provided, That not later than 60 5

days after the date of enactment of this Act, each 6

agency funded by this Act shall submit a report to 7

the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and 8

of the House of Representatives to establish the 9

baseline for application of reprogramming and trans-10

fer authorities for the current fiscal year: Provided 11

further, That the report shall include: 12

(A) a table for each appropriation with a 13

separate column to display the President’s 14

budget request, adjustments made by Congress, 15

adjustments due to enacted rescissions, if ap-16

propriate, and the fiscal year enacted level; 17

(B) a delineation in the table for each ap-18

propriation both by object class and program, 19

project, and activity as detailed in the budget 20

appendix for the respective appropriation; and 21

(C) an identification of items of special 22

congressional interest: Provided further, That 23

the amount appropriated or limited for salaries 24

and expenses for an agency shall be reduced by 25
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$100,000 per day for each day after the re-1

quired date that the report has not been sub-2

mitted to the Congress. 3

SEC. 406. Except as otherwise specifically provided 4

by law, not to exceed 50 percent of unobligated balances 5

remaining available at the end of fiscal year 2013 from 6

appropriations made available for salaries and expenses 7

for fiscal year 2013 in this Act, shall remain available 8

through September 30, 2014, for each such account for 9

the purposes authorized: Provided, That a request shall 10

be submitted to the House and Senate Committees on Ap-11

propriations for approval prior to the expenditure of such 12

funds: Provided further, That these requests shall be made 13

in compliance with reprogramming guidelines under sec-14

tion 405 of this Act. 15

SEC. 407. All Federal agencies and departments that 16

are funded under this Act shall issue a report to the House 17

and Senate Committees on Appropriations on all sole- 18

source contracts by no later than July 30, 2013. Such re-19

port shall include the contractor, the amount of the con-20

tract and the rationale for using a sole-source contract. 21

SEC. 408. (a) None of the funds made available in 22

this Act may be obligated or expended for any employee 23

training that— 24
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(1) does not meet identified needs for knowl-1

edge, skills, and abilities bearing directly upon the 2

performance of official duties; 3

(2) contains elements likely to induce high lev-4

els of emotional response or psychological stress in 5

some participants; 6

(3) does not require prior employee notification 7

of the content and methods to be used in the train-8

ing and written end of course evaluation; 9

(4) contains any methods or content associated 10

with religious or quasi-religious belief systems or 11

‘‘new age’’ belief systems as defined in Equal Em-12

ployment Opportunity Commission Notice N– 13

915.022, dated September 2, 1988; or 14

(5) is offensive to, or designed to change, par-15

ticipants’ personal values or lifestyle outside the 16

workplace. 17

(b) Nothing in this section shall prohibit, restrict, or 18

otherwise preclude an agency from conducting training 19

bearing directly upon the performance of official duties. 20

SEC. 409. No funds in this Act may be used to sup-21

port any Federal, State, or local projects that seek to use 22

the power of eminent domain, unless eminent domain is 23

employed only for a public use: Provided, That for pur-24

poses of this section, public use shall not be construed to 25
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include economic development that primarily benefits pri-1

vate entities: Provided further, That any use of funds for 2

mass transit, railroad, airport, seaport or highway projects 3

as well as utility projects which benefit or serve the gen-4

eral public (including energy-related, communication-re-5

lated, water-related and wastewater-related infrastruc-6

ture), other structures designated for use by the general 7

public or which have other common-carrier or public-util-8

ity functions that serve the general public and are subject 9

to regulation and oversight by the government, and 10

projects for the removal of an immediate threat to public 11

health and safety or brownfields as defined in the Small 12

Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization 13

Act (Public Law 107–118) shall be considered a public 14

use for purposes of eminent domain. 15

SEC. 410. None of the funds made available in this 16

Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-17

strumentality of the United States Government, except 18

pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority pro-19

vided in, this Act or any other appropriations Act. 20

SEC. 411. No part of any appropriation contained in 21

this Act shall be available to pay the salary for any person 22

filling a position, other than a temporary position, for-23

merly held by an employee who has left to enter the Armed 24

Forces of the United States and has satisfactorily com-25
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pleted his period of active military or naval service, and 1

has within 90 days after his release from such service or 2

from hospitalization continuing after discharge for a pe-3

riod of not more than 1 year, made application for restora-4

tion to his former position and has been certified by the 5

Office of Personnel Management as still qualified to per-6

form the duties of his former position and has not been 7

restored thereto. 8

SEC. 412. No funds appropriated pursuant to this 9

Act may be expended by an entity unless the entity agrees 10

that in expending the assistance the entity will comply 11

with sections 2 through 4 of the Act of March 3, 1933 12

(41 U.S.C. 10a–10c, popularly known as the ‘‘Buy Amer-13

ican Act’’). 14

SEC. 413. No funds appropriated or otherwise made 15

available under this Act shall be made available to any 16

person or entity that has been convicted of violating the 17

Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a–10c). 18

SEC. 414. None of the funds made available in this 19

Act may be used for first-class airline accommodations in 20

contravention of sections 301–10.122 and 301–10.123 of 21

title 41, Code of Federal Regulations. 22

SEC. 415. None of the funds made available under 23

this Act or any prior Act may be provided to the Associa-24

tion of Community Organizations for Reform Now 25
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(ACORN), or any of its affiliates, subsidiaries, or allied 1

organizations. 2

SEC. 416. None of the funds made available by this 3

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 4

of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 5

grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to any cor-6

poration that was convicted (or had an officer or agent 7

of such corporation acting on behalf of the corporation 8

convicted) of a felony criminal violation under any Federal 9

law within the preceding 24 months, where the awarding 10

agency is aware of the conviction, unless the agency has 11

considered suspension or debarment of the corporation, or 12

such officer or agent, and made a determination that this 13

further action is not necessary to protect the interests of 14

the Government. 15

SEC. 417. None of the funds made available by this 16

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 17

of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 18

grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to, any cor-19

poration that any unpaid Federal tax liability that has 20

been assessed, for which all judicial and administrative 21

remedies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and that 22

is not being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an agree-23

ment with the authority responsible for collecting the tax 24

liability, where the awarding agency is aware of the unpaid 25
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tax liability, unless the agency has considered suspension 1

or debarment of the corporation and made a determination 2

that this further action is not necessary to protect the in-3

terests of the Government. 4

SEC. 418. The amount by which the applicable alloca-5

tion of new budget authority made by the Committee on 6

Appropriations of the House of Representatives under sec-7

tion 302(b) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974 ex-8

ceeds the amount of proposed new budget authority is $0. 9

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Transportation, Hous-10

ing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appro-11

priations Act, 2013’’. 12
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
