
Do I Need a Visa to Travel to the United States?

A non-immigrant visa is required by anyone seeking temporary admission into the United States who is not eligible to travel . . .

Non-immigrant visas categories include:

· Tourist, Business  DOCUMENT 12

· Student, Exchange Visitor  DOCUMENT 13

· Diplomats, Government Officials, NATO and International Organizations  DOCUMENT 14

· Crew  DOCUMENT 15

A Bahamian citizen does not require a visa to apply for admission to the United States when he/she applies at one of the US Customs and Border Protection Preclearance Facilities located in Nassau or Freeport International Airports.

However, the Bahamian must still be in possession of a valid, unexpired passport or a Bahamian Travel Document listing Nationality as Bahamian.  

In addition, the Bahamian should present a police certificate issued within the past twelve months for all persons 14 years of age and older.  

All Bahamians who apply for admission to The United States at a Port-of-Entry in the United States, rather than at a Preclearance Facility located in Nassau or Freeport, are required to be in possession of a valid visa to enter the United States.
