	The Clinger-Cohen core competencies serve as a cornerstone to the Federal CIO Council and agencies for IT course and curricula development, and the execution of IT workforce initiatives consistently across the Federal Government.  Given the rate of change in the field of IT and the increased government emphasis on management of IT resources, a biennial update to the competencies and associated learning objectives ensures they remain a living document which is reflective of the core management responsibilities and skills required to effectively develop, deploy and maintain IT initiatives.





	This year, there has been considerable interest in expanding the breadth of the enterprise architecture competency area to capture the prominent role that IT architects have assumed in driving agency and Federal-wide interoperability.  To further delineate the importance of the enterprise architecture discipline, a � HYPERLINK "http://www.cio.gov/documents/FINAL_White_Paper_on_EA_v62.doc" ��white paper� has been developed which provides justification and detail for adding  “Enterprise Architecture” as a new competency area to the Clinger-Cohen competencies.  The paper provides an overview of the architectural disciplines, outlining key roles, responsibilities, critical skills, and relationships, further solidifying the need for the new competency area, “Enterprise Architecture.” 





  The Committee’s goal is to issue an approved, updated list of the Clinger-Cohen competencies by August 29, 2003. To meet this goal, we request that each agency review the “Enterprise Architecture” White Paper and the modified Clinger-Cohen competencies and provide comments by July 31, 2003.
