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The Adminigtration strongly supports enactment of S. 3, which would ban an abhorrent procedure
commonly known as partid-birth abortion. The bill is narrowly tailored and exempts those procedures
necessary to save the life of the mother.

Partid-birth abortion is alate-term abortion procedure that is not accepted by the medica community.
Approximately 30 States have attempted to banit. The Administration strongly believes that enactment
of S. 3isboth mordly imperative and conditutiondly permissble.

The Adminidration strongly opposes any amendment to the bill that would limit its gpplication to atime
after the child is determined to be viable, which could alow this procedure to be used as late as the fifth
or sxth months of pregnancy, when most partid birth abortions are performed. The Adminigtration
supports the exception for procedures necessary to save the life of the mother, but strongly opposes any
amendments to create additiona exceptions because these exceptions may create openended
loopholes and alow use of the procedure even in the third-trimester.
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
