Checks nust be drawn on U.S. banks and nmade payable to

Requests for permits to be issued under Section 204(d) of the
MSFCVA may be submitted by any person. Applicants nust conplete
VI Fs, as appropriate, together with a cover |letter describing the
nature of the transshipnents to be conducted and confirm ng that
the applicant will conply with the requirenents of Section
201(c)(2) of the MSFCVA with respect to activities authorized by
any permt issued pursuant to the application. This material,
together with an application fee of $380.00 per vessel, mnust be
submtted to the Departnent of Commerce's National Marine

Fi sheries Service, International Fisheries D vision, 1315 East
West Hi ghway, Silver Spring, Maryland 20910 (Phone (301) 713-

Submi ssion of application information is mandatory in order to be
considered for a permt and is used in determning if a permt
shoul d be issued. Except for any price information considered
and identified as confidential by applicants (see question 11 of
suppl emental questions to be answered and attached to joint
venture applications), application information is not
confidential. Public reporting burden for this collection of
