Of these 21,243 cases,
20,708 involved powder cocaine, crack cocaine, heroin, marijuana, or methamphetamine. Of these 20,708 cases, 8,940 had a base offense level of 12, 26, 32, or 38. Of
these 8,940 cases, 2,938 were excluded due to one or more of the following reasons: involvement of more than one drug type (923), missing drug amount or range (2,071),
or logical criteria (99).
