missing departure information. Districts for which departure information is missing in five percent or more of the cases received included: Central California (26.9%),

Eastern New Y ork (21.3%), Oregon (9.6%), Northern California (7.5%), Northern Illinois (7.4%), Eastern Pennsylvania (7.0%), Alaska (6.5%), Western North Carolina
