SES
members are the mgjor link between top Presidentia appointees and the rest of the Federal work force,
operating and overseaing nearly every government activity in gpproximatey 75 Federd agencies.

An RRB
employee since 1978, she previoudy served as Director of Resource Management Center, and as
Director of Debt Management in the agency’ s former Bureau of Unemployment and Sickness
Insurance.
