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1Of the 59,897 cases, 4,416 had missing guideline application information.  Of the remaining 55,481 cases, 24,492 were sentenced under USSG
Chapter Two, Part D (drugs).  Of these,  24,349 were sentenced under §2D1.1, 2D1.2, 2D1.5, 2D1.6, 2D1.8, or 2D2.1 as depicted in this figure. 
Additionally, 1,436 with zero months prison ordered were excluded.  Of the remaining  22,913 cases, 289 were excluded due to one or both of the
following reasons: (43) missing drug type or (250) missing sentencing information.
