Grants.gov was named as one of two Showcase of
Excellence E-Government winners by the Federal
Leadership Counci's Showcase of Excellence
(FOSE). The site was highlighted at their annual
conference in March as an example of the finest
implementations  of  citizen-centric  electronic
government.

FEDERAL AGENCIES GET IN GEAR

Federal grant making agencies are working closely with
Grants.gov to post more application packages for electronic
transmission. Grants.gov recently conducted a Data Analysis
and Forms Development Workshop detailing the steps
necessary for agencies to make grant application packages
available on Grants.gov and integrate electronic forms into
their operations. To date over 12 agencies have
standardized their program forms and posted applications.
Additionally, four agencies/sub-agencies have taken the
lead in completing their System-to-System interfaces (i.e.,
U.S. Departments of Agriculture, Education, and Health and
Human Services (HHS) Administration of Children and
Families and HHS Health Resources and Services
Administration).
