6. INSTRUMENTS AND OTHER EQUIPMENT

Since meteorology is an observational science,
instruments play an important role in gathering information
about the atmosphere. Weather stations can be built and
outfitted with weather instruments, but they typically are
expensive, so price comparisons should be made prior to
purchase. Catalogues and price lists may be obtained from
reputable scientific supply houses. Selected updated address
lists of suppliers of scientific and instructional equipment can
be found in the annual issue of the Science Education
Suppliers Supplement and other publications from the National
Science Teachers Association (NSTA):

6.1. WEATHER KITS
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To aid teachers with limited experience in weather
instrumentation, several supply companies package sets of
instruments and other instruction materials which can be used
as a self-contained kit for weather study. Some teachers
create their own weather kits from an assortment of materials,
or augment the kits with additional instruments.

Suggested components for a weather kit are a thermo-
meter, maximum/minimum thermometer, soil thermometer,
anemometer, rain gauge, sling psychrometer, radio-meter,
sundial, barometer, barographs, and thermograph. Other
desirable features include an atmosphere chart, a good book,
weather log, and five-day weather watch.
