Shortly after President Kennedy’s inauguration in 1961, the Secretary of Defense, Robert
McNamara, directed that atotal review of the U.S. military be undertaken. The study consisted
of 150 separate projects. Thechemical and biological warfare review wasknown as Project
112. Aspart of the Project 112 review, the Joint Chiefs of Staff convened aworking committee
that recommended aresearch, testing, and devel opment program for chemical and biological
weapons. To oversee this program, the Deseret Test Center (DTC) was established at Fort
Douglas, Utah, in 1962. Both land-based and ship-based tests were conducted during the
period 1962 — 1973. The Deseret Test Center closed in 1973.

The purpose of DTC Test 70-11, Phase |, Subtest 4 was to obtain data on the dissemination
characteristics of the BIGEY E Dissemination Test Vehicle (DTV) containing agent VX
simulant payload and to determineif the BIGEY E DTV could be used to obtain field datafor
evaluating hazardsto USforces after amassive chemical attack with aballistic weapon.

DTC Test 70-11, Phase |, Subtest 4 consisted of twotrials. Ineachtrial, one simulant-filled
BIGEYEDTYV wasoperationaly delivered against aninstrumented target array. Dissemination
characteristicswere estimated from the point of rel ease to approximately one mile downwind.

Each DTV wasfilled with bis (2-ethylhexyl) hydrogen phosphite. The agent simulant was
dyedwithoil red dye. The BIGEY E DTV was mounted on and delivered by aTA 4F aircraft.

DTC Test 70-11, Phase |, Subtest 4 was conducted at Dugway Proving Ground, Utah in
May 1974.
