In the transfer or disposal of any interest in stock or asset
held in an existing state enterprise* or governmental entity,
the Dominican Republic reserves the right to prohibit or
impose limitations on the ownership of said interest or
asset. However, the preceding sentence pertains only to the
initial transfer or disposal of such stock or asset. There are
no restrictions on subsequent transfers or disposals of such
stock or asset.

The Dominican Republic reserves the right to impose
limitations on the right of foreign investors or their
investments to control any State enterprise created by the
transfer or disposal of any stock or asset as described in the
preceding paragraph or investments made by such state
enterprise. In connection with any such transfer or disposal,
the Dominican Republic may adopt or maintain any
measure related to the nationality of senior management and
members of the Board of Directors.
