Anyone can create an appealing illusion on a Web page.

Be wary if the product:

* Has not been cleared for sale by the FDA,;

* Claims to diagnose or treat more than one
illness, e.g., cancer, arthritis, anemia;

* Is made by one laboratory only and sold
directly to the public.

Avoid buying from sites:
e That uses words like “new cure;”

* With impressive-sounding terminology
that can hide bad science;

e Without a U.S. address and
phone number.
