"The principal office of the Commission at Washington, D.C.,
is open each business day from 9 a. m. t0 4.30 p. m. The Com~
mission may meet ond exercise all its powers at any other place,
and may, by one or more of its members, or by such examiners as
1t may designate, proseccute any inquiry necessary to its duties
in any part of the United States.

vessions of the Commission for hearing contésted proceed-
ings will be held as ordered by the Commission.

Sessions of the Commission for the purpose of maiking orders
and for the transaction of other business, unless otherwise order-
ed, will be held at the office of the Commission at Vashington,
D. C., on each business day at 10.30 a. m. Three members of the
Commission shall constitute 2 quorum for the transaction of
business.

All orders of the Commission shall be signed by the Secre-
tary.

II. Complaints.

Any person, partnership, corporation, or association may
apply to the Commission to institute a proceeding in respect
to any violation of law over which the Commission has juris-
diction.

Such application shall be in writing, sigmed by or in
behalf of the applicant, and shall contain a short and simple
statement of the facts constituting the alleged violation of
law and the name and address of the applicant and of the party
complained of.
