Suppliers are currently instructed to bill oral anti-cancer drugs to the DMERCs using the aBpro riate
National Drug Code (NDC) number. The addition of these “WW” codes will allow the DMERCs
to adjudicate this oral anti-cancer drug. The proposed additions would read:

WWO040 - Methotrexate, 2.5mg, oral  (00005-4507-04

WWO041 - Methotrexate, 2.5mg, oral  (00005-4507-05

WWO042 - Methotrexate, 2.5mg, oral  (00005-4507-07

WWO043 - Methotrexate, 2.5mg, oral  (00005-4507-09

WWO046 - Methotrexate, 2.5mg, oral  (00005-4507-91

Rheumatrex is the brand name for the generic methotrexate.

** NOTE: The “WW” codes are used for DMERC internal systems only. Providers should still
bill using the appropriate NDC codes for oral anti-cancer drugs.
