Major Duties: 
Performs general maintenance and culture of plants, specifically sugarbeet, in the field and greenhouse 
and assists in all manual and technical phases of a sugarbeet breeding and genetics research program.  
Packages and sows seed in field and greenhouse following specific guidelines as to variety, seed 
quantity, treatment, field plot design.  Transplants sugarbeet stecklings and mother roots for seed 
production. Labels crosses.  Rogues flowering plants and harvests, threshes, packages, and stores seed.  
Sets up and irrigates plants in field and greenhouse. Thins and weeds field plots. Harvest sugarbeet 
roots from field plots, weighs and prepares for sugar analyses including trimming, running washers, brei 
rasps.  Operates light field equipment and vehicles. Takes and records data from field plot harvest and 
for disease and morphological traits. 

Working Conditions and Other Considerations: 
Ability to do sustained field, greenhouse, and laboratory work including bending, reaching, moving 
irritation systems, lifting 25-50 lb samples repeatedly, hand thinning and weeding. 

Qualifications Required:  Your education and experience will be evaluated against all qualification 
requirements (basic and any additional requirements) listed below. 

Basic Requirements 
GS-4: 6 months of general experience and 6 months of specialized experience OR 2 years above 
high school that included at least 12 semester hours in any combination of scientific or technical 
courses such as biology, chemistry, statistics, entomology, animal husbandry, botany, physics, 
agriculture or mathematics.  At least 6 of the 12 semester hours of courses must be in plant 
science. 
GS-5: 1 year of specialized experience equivalent to the GS-4 level in the Federal service OR 
successful completion of a full 4 year course of study leading to a bachelor’s degree with a major 
study or at least 24 semester hours in any combination of courses listed above.  At least 6 of the 24 
semester hours must be in plant science. 

If qualifying all or in part based on your education, please submit a copy of your college 
transcripts OR a list of college courses with credit hours, dates completed, and grades received.  If 
this information is not provided, your education may not be appropriately evaluated and you may 
lose consideration for this position.  If your qualifications are based in any part on education and 
you are selected for this position, you will have to provide an official copy of your academic 
transcripts prior to entering on duty.
