Target Audience

The target audience for this course is entry-level public health workers who have little or no
background in tuberculosis, such as newly hired outreach workers in health department
tuberculosis or sexually transmitted disease programs. This course is also appropriate for
staff of correctional facilities, drug treatment centers, migrant clinics, nursing homes,
homeless shelters, or other facilities serving persons with or at risk for tuberculosis.
