JOINT RESOLUTION

Recognizing the important service to the Nation provided
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by the Foreign Agricultural Service of the Department

of Agriculture on the occasion of its 50th anniversary.

Whereas, during the terms of President Dwight David Eisen-
hower and the era of Secretary of Agriculture Ezra Taft
Benson, it became apparent that the development of ex-
ternal markets was needed to ensure the financial viabil-

ity of the agricultural sector of the United States;

Whereas the Foreign Agricultural Service of the Department
of Agriculture was established on March 10, 1953, to de-
velop and expand markets for, and improve the competi-
tive position of, United States agricultural commodities

and products;

Whereas the Foreign Agricultural Service has represented ag-
ricultural interests of the United States during a period
of great expansion of United States agricultural exports
from less than $3,000,000,000 in 1953 to over

and expansion occurring in nearly every global market-
place; and
