Ms. King, Director of KTC' s Division of Motor Cariers , wil testify as to the
nature of and responsibilities attendant upon Mr. Debord' s employment.

Mr. Tolson, KHGCA' s President, will testify as to information made available to
KTC by KHGCA as part of the collective ratemaking process.
