Ceremonies Highlight the American Dream in Action

PHOENIX, AZ — Two groups of around 100 Phoenix-area residents from 31 countries will take the Oath of
Allegiance and become United States citizens during two special ceremonies this Friday at the US District
Courthouse. The ceremonies will commemorate Citizenship Day. The Phoenix District Office of U.S.
Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) processes successful citizenship applications for
approximately 5,500 people yearly from northern and central Arizona.
