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Plaintiff Federal Trade Conm ssion ("Comm ssion"), pursuant
to Sections 13(b) and 19 of the Federal Trade Comm ssion Act
("FTC Act"), 15 U . S.C. 88 53(b), 57b, filed a conplaint for
permanent injunction and other relief, including consuner
redress, and applied ex parte for a tenporary restraining order
with asset freeze and order appointing a tenmporary receiver, and
for an order to show cause why a prelimnary injunction should
not be granted pursuant to Rule 65 of the Federal Rules of G vil

Procedure, and why a pernanent receiver should not be appointed.

FI NDI NGS OF FACT
The Court has considered the Conplaint for Permanent

I njunction, Application for ex parte Restraining Order and

appoi nt nent of Tenporary Receiver, Menorandum of Points and

Aut horities wth supporting Exhibits and attachnents, and al

ot her papers filed herein, and it appears to the satisfaction of

the Court that:

1. This Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter of the
case and there is good cause to believe it will have
jurisdiction over all parties.

2. The June 22, 1999, bankruptcy petition filed by WESTERN
UNI TED SERVI CE CORPORATI ON does not inpact this Court’s
power to exercise jurisdiction in this case because the case
i nvol ves the FTC s exercise of regulatory authority.

3. There is good cause to believe Defendants WESTERN UNI TED
BUSI NESS CORPORATI ON d/ b/a TI TAN BUSI NESS SOLUTI ONS and
SCOTT FORD [hereinafter referred to collectively as

"Def endants"] have engaged in and are likely to engage in
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acts and practices that violate Section 5(a) of the FTC Act,
15 U.S.C. § 45(a) and that the Commssion is likely to
prevail on the nmerits of this action, and that these actions
have continued after the filing of the bankruptcy petition.
There is good cause to believe that imed ate and
irreparable harm specifically, injury to consuners, wll
result from Def endants' ongoing violations of Section 5(a)
of the Federal Trade Conmission Act, 15 U.S.C. § 45(a)

unl ess Defendants are restrai ned and enjoi ned by O der of
this Court.

There is good cause to believe that immed ate and
irreparable damage to the Court's ability to grant effective
final relief for consunmers in the formof nonetary redress
will occur fromthe dissipation or conceal nent of assets or
t he disposition, destruction, alteration or conceal nent by
Def endants of their records unless the Defendants are

i mredi ately restrai ned and enjoi ned by Order of this Court.
There is thus good cause for issuing this Order wthout
prior notice to the Defendants of the Conm ssion's
application, pursuant to Federal Rule of G vil Procedure
65(b) and Local Rule 7.18. 2.

Good cause exists for the appointnment of a Tenporary

Recei ver for TITAN BUSI NESS SOLUTI ONS.

Wei ghing the equities and considering the Conm ssion's

i kelihood of success in its causes of action, this
Tenporary Restraining Order is in the public interest.

The Commi ssion is an i ndependent agency of the United States

of America and no security is required of any agency of the
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United States of Anerica for issuance of a restraining order

under Fed. R Gv. P. 65(c).
