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The Alzheimer’s Disease Demonstration Grants to States Programs (ADDGS) was established under Section
398 of the Public Health Service Act (P.L. 78-410) as amended by Public Law 101-157, and by Public Law
105-379, the Health Professions Education Partnerships Act of 1998. The program is administered by the
Administration on Aging, within the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.

MISSION

The program’s mission is to expand the availability of diagnostic and support services for persons with
Alzheimer’s disease, their families, and their caregivers, as well as to improve the responsiveness of the home
and community based care system to persons with dementia. The program focuses on serving hard-to-reach
and underserved people with Alzheimer’s disease or related disorders (ADRDsS).
