Major Duties:
The U.S. Plant, Soil, and Nutrition Laboratory, Agricultural Research Serviced, located at Cornell
University in Ithaca, New York, is seeking to fill a permanent Computational Biologist position. The
laboratory conducts research using biochemical, genomic and molecular approaches to characterize and
dissect metabolic and transport pathways of relevance to the acquisition and synthesis of plant
compounds important to human health, as well as mechanisms of abiotic stress tolerance. Incumbent
will direct subordinates and work in collaboration with laboratory scientists and other computational
biologists to conduct research in bioinformatics, develop new computational and analytical methods,
develop tools for public data analysis and dissemination and serve as a bioinformatics resource for
several additional research groups in the Unit working in the area of plant nutritional genomics and
abiotic stress tolerance. Conducts studies in basic and applied biology and informatics, including
genome, transcriptome, proteome, and metabolome analyses in addition to correlative analysis of the
preceding and/or additional data sets erlated to regulation of nutrient qulaity of plant tissues used as
food sources.
