An additiond area being examined by the Task Force indudes ways to ensure uniformity among
Sate and locd ingpectors.

The Task Force is ds0 examining ways to improve communications among dl dakeholders
induding improved reparting of foodborne illness outbresks and investigation of those outbregks
and the requidte tracebacks when necessary to determine the source of the food causing the
illnesses. The Department’s Bureau of Epidemiology estimates that a very smdl percentage of
foodbome illnesses are actudly reported, ather to the Sate or to the locd agencies Ways to
improve the reporting are necessary to determine the cause of the illnesses in order to take Seps
to diminate those causes to determine the extent of foodbome illness in this State, to determine
the source an outbresk (whether locdized or widespread, or even from an interdtate source), as
well as to obtain food/sool samples to determine if cases are rdated to the same source (usng
pulsed fidd gd dectrophoresis, or PFGE).

Further, the Task Force is examining ways to improve food sefety through education and

traning, induding the training of both regulaory parsonnd and indudry personnd engaged in
food handing. The Task Force is reviewing ways in which indudry, regulaors, academia, and
consumer advocates can do a better job of educating the public, induding schoal children and
college sudents, in sefe food handling practices, induding improved persond hygiene Also, the
traning and education of physdans nurses and dinidans to identify cases of foodbome illness,
induding improved reporting to the regulatory agendes, is of prime importance

Other aress dfecting the safety of foods manufactured, didtributed, prepared and consumed in
this Sate will dso be examined, induding uniform laws and regulaions uniform gpplication of
those laws and regulaions, the rdationships between federd, date, and locd agendes having
jurigdiction over the food indudry, catification/sandardizetion of ingoectors, cetification of
food egtablishment managers and training of food handers, as wdl as others.

Unfortunatdy, funds are not avaladle to provide for travd, megting room space, audiovisud
equipment rentd, and other necessities reguired to hold additiond meetings of the Task Force
Further, because the Task Force itsdf must be limited in number, it is anticipated that additiondl
dakeholders will be invited to patidpate in working groups which will examine the sedific
areas mentioned above, from a broader perspective than can be achieved by the current Task
Force. Travd funds will be necessary to bring these additiond stakeholders to the work group

meetings The Task Force has dready identified many other sakeholders in this State with a
vesed interest in food safety in the “farm to table continuum.”

Regulatory agencies condder the acceptance of funds from regulated indudry to be unethical.
Consequently, any regulaiory members of the Task Force or the work groups have only ther
limited budgets to utilize for Task Force and work group medtings The ° , Depatment of
. and other Stae agendes are under vere travd redrictions, Wlth nealy dl
a/alable travel funds dedicated to actud inspections as opposed to training or other ativities
such as Task Force medtings All . trave is redrricted to four categories Category 1 is
dmog entirdy dedicated to ingpections or trave directly connected to the individud’s job
description. Category 2 is for travel to necessary medtings and conferences that are ether funded
by another agency or which will codt less than $250.00. Categories 3 and 4 are related to out-of-
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date medtings and conferences or to medtings not absolutdy necessary to the operation of our
programs. If any travel in Categories 3 or 4 is goproved, the funding of the travel cannat reduce
the levd of food sefety protection by reducing ingoectiond coverage of regulated indudry.

Locd hedth agendies are usudly under even tighter travd reguirements with personnd often
rericted to no out-of-jurisdiction trave or funded for only a Sngle meeting or conference per
year, and only for key managerid personnd. All four of the Task Force members from loca
agendes have indicated that the only way they can travd to Task Force medtings is if another
agency funds the travd. Consumers and educators are usudly in the same or worse Stuation
with respect to travel cods assodated with medtings of a voluntary nature.
