SUBJECT: Medicare Contractor Annual Update of the International Classification of
Diseases, Ninth Revision, Clinical Modification (ICD-9-CM)

I. GENERAL INFORMATION
A. Background:

In 1979, use of ICD-9-CM codes became mandatory for reporting provider services on Form
CMS-1450. On April 1, 1989, use of ICD-9-CM codes became mandatory for all physician
services submitted on Form CMS-1500. ICD-9-CM codes are updated annually. The CMS
sends the ICD-9 Addendum out to the regional offices and Medicare contractors annually.

B. Policy:

This instruction serves as a reminder to Medicare contractors regarding the annual ICD-9-
CM coding update for claims processed on or after October 1, 2002. The Addendum
containing the new and revised codes is being sent to you as Word documents attached to

this instruction.
