On thisday in 1990, President George Bush signed into law the Americans with Disabilities Act,
guaranteeing equal opportunity for people with disabilities in public accommodations,
commercial facilities, employment, transportation, state and local government services and
telecommunications.

Virginiaand Virginia. These counties include Bell, Breathitt, Clay, Harlan, Leslie, Martin and
Owsdley in Kentucky; Buchanan in Virginia; and McDowell in West Virginia.
