I. GENERAL INFORMATION

A.

Background: PECOS Release 3 is scheduled to go live for carrier use on October 6, 2003.
With this release, all carriers must enter all provider/supplier enrollment data into PECOS.
Carrier provider/supplier enrollment data will no longer be entered into PES or PENS. All
functions associated with provider enrollment will be handled by PECOS. PECOS will assume
the responsibility for communicating with UPIN to obtain the providers’ UPIN number and will
work with the system maintainers of UPIN to develop import/export functions. PECOS will
also assume the responsibility of communicating provider data to MCS and VMS and will work
with the MCS and VMS system maintainers to develop the necessary export/import functions.
This CR contains the requirements and design considerations that must be coded, tested and
implemented for the October 2003 release.

Policy: Collection and retention of Form CMS 855 enrollment data has been cleared through a
Paperwork Reduction Act Notice in the Federal Register. The authority for the various types
of data to be collected is found in multiple sections of the Social Security Act and Code of
Federal Regulations. Specifically in §§1816, 1819, 1833, 1834, 1842, 1861, 1866, and 1891 of
the Act and 42 CFR subchapter E.
