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H.R. 1320 - Commercial Spectrum Enhancement Act
(Rep. Upton (R) Michigan and 16 cosponsors)

The Adminisiration strongly supports House passage of H.R. 1320, which would cregte a spectrum
relocation fund. The Adminigtration bdieves that the fund will serve as an important spectrum
management tool to streamline the process for rembursing government users, facilitate their relocation to
comparable spectrum, and provide greater certainty to auction bidders and incumbents. Thislegidation
will aso expedite the opening of spectrum to commercia use for new services and technologies for
consumers.

The Adminigration is pleased that H.R. 1320 closely tracks the Administration’s proposd to creste a
gpectrum relocation fund. The Administration urges quick action by the Congressto establish a
gpectrum relocation fund to make the spectrum management process more effective and efficient.

Pay-As-Y ou-Go Scoring

H.R. 1320 would affect direct spending. The Budget Enforcement Act's pay-as-you-go requirements
and discretionary spending caps expired on September 30, 2002. The Administration supports the
extensgon of these budget enforcement mechanismsin a manner that ensures fiscd disciplineand is
consgtent with the President's budget.
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
