Try to Avoid Getting
The Flu

A flu shot can greatly lower
your chance of getting the
flu. The best time to get the
shot is from the middle of
October to the middle of
November, because most
people get the flu in the
winter.

The shot can’t cause the flu.
But you may feel sore or
weak or have a fever for a
couple of days.
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Who Should Get a
Flu Shot?

Almost all people who want
to lower their chance of
coming down with the flu can
get a flu shot.

Flu shots are most
important for:

B nursing home patients

B people over 6 months old
with health problems, like
asthma, or with long-term
diseases, like HIV or heart
disease

B children or teenagers who
must often take aspirin
