1. Educat i onal Devel oprent
Activities directed toward the devel opnment of safety and health content
and materials for curricula, courses, semnars, workshops, continuing
education or other forns of safety and health educational training.
e Assisting schools within the parent institution, e.g., 1) assistance

to School of Law and Business, 2) assistance to School s of
Engi neering, Medicine, and Nursing if they are not part of the grant.

e Assisting schools outside the parent institution

e Assisting professional societies and associations, unions, industry,
with the devel opment and/or co-sponsorship of safety and health
courses, semnars, etc

2. Presentation - Lectures - Awareness Sem nars

Maki ng presentations, including the delivery of papers and lectures, to
pr of essi onal or non-professional audi ences for the purpose of

fam liarizing the recipient group with the field of safety and health,
and in general, making them cognizant of safety and health issues.

A presentation is generally thought of in terms of non-academ c audi ences
and a lecture in terns of an acadeni c audi ence. This category includes
publ i shed articles if they are not in safety and health journals.

3. Consul tati ons

This activity includes consultations with industry, state or |ocal trade
associ ati ons, |abor unions, hospitals and other public groups.

4. O her

O her safety and health outreach activities not defined by the above
categories which are directed to groups with little or no training or
experience in the field of safety and heal th.

e Providing a visiting professor to another institution

 Providing safety and health elective credits for students from ot her
institutions (e.g., nedical schools);

» Co-sponsorship of safety and health nmeetings, short courses, etc;

« Media (radio and tel evision) interviews and panel participation

e Publication of newsletters or panphlets distributed primarily to
i ndi viduals with no background in safety and health;

» Preparation of exhibits for conferences, neetings, etc;

» Testinony before |egislatures;

» Assi stance to | egislatures;

e Preparation of workforce needs assessnents and resource inventories or

techni cal nonographs for national/regional distribution to non-safety
and heal th professionals.
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
