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Is my child eligible?

Children from birth through 18 years of age can
receive vaccines through the VFC program if
they are at least one of the following:

mum  eligible for Medicaid

mmm  without health insurance

mem  American Indian or Alaska Native

mmm  under-insured*

* If you have health insurance that doesn't cover vaccines, your child
is eligible. However, you will have to go to a federally qualified health
center or a rural health clinic for your VFC vaccinations. Call your local
or state health department immunization program for a center
nearest you.

How much will |
have to pay?

You won't pay anything for the vaccine itself,
but you may be asked to pay a small processing
fee. However, you can still get the vaccine, even
if you can not pay this fee. The savings to you
can be well over $400!
