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BACKGROUND

The U.S. Environmenta Protection Agency (EPA or Agency) is responsible for administration
of various Federd statutes that provide for protection of public hedth, welfare and the environment on
al lands of the United States. Under the mgjor environmentd gatutes, EPA has established the nationd
system for pollution prevention, abatement and control. The Agency has established regulatory
procedures for sandards setting, permitting, information gathering including ingpections, and
enforcement for facilities and operations that may impact the qudity of the environment. Under its
Indian Policy, Presidentid Memorandum and Executive Orders, EPA works with Triba governments
on agovernment-to-government basis and recognizes Tribes as the primary parties for making
environmenta policy decisons and carrying out program responsibilities affecting Indian reservations,
their environments, and the hedlth and welfare of the reservation populace. Onetool that EPA hasto
assig Tribesin developing Triba environmenta protection programsis the Generd Assistance Program
(GAP), authorized by the Indian Environmental Generd Assistance Program Act of 1992, as amended
(42 U.S.C. 84368h).

For thefirg time since assuming oversight of GAP, AIEOQ is replacing the 1994 GAP guidance.
Theintent of these guiddinesisto daify digible activities under GAP, improve AIEO oversght, and
make the document more user-friendly. This document provides the national policy guiddines and
criteriafor the award and administration of GAP grants. It reflects statutory and regulatory
requirements and, in some ingtances, establishes new binding requirements that have not been
announced previoudy. The EPA Regions may provide supplemental guiddines and establish Regiond
priorities and criteriathat are consisgtent with relevant statutes, regulations and this document. These
guiddineswill remain in effect unless otherwise modified, and may be supplemented and updated when
gppropriate. Please note the proposed rule for Environmental Program Grants for Indian Tribes (to be
codified at 40 CFR Part 35, Subpart B), which includes regulations for GAP grants, will supersede the
current regulation (Subpart Q) when findized (see 64 Fed. Reg. 40084, July 23, 1999). Guiddineson
Performance Partnership Grants that addresses GAP will be forthcoming.

Why was GAP created?

At the time EPA’s Indian Policy was adopted in 1984, the environmentd statutes administered
by EPA generdly did not explicitly addressthe role of Tribesin environmenta management, but
provided for ajoint State and Federal role. Today, five of EPA’s statutes specifically dlow for EPA
authorization of Triba programs or asubstantia role for Tribes:

» Federa Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA)

» Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA)

»  Comprehensve Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA or
Superfund)

* Clean Water Act (CWA)



«  Clean Air Act (CAA)

In addition, in severd instances, EPA has reasoned that even though Congress has not specificaly
provided for Triba assumption of environmenta programsin legidation, the Agency has the discretion
to dlow for Triba programs. Two Satutes where the opportunity to gpply for environmental programs
has been extended to Indian Tribes by thisrationae are:

* Toxic Substances Control Act; and
*  Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act.

The Agency worked through the authorities provided in these statutes and regulations to assst
Tribes with the development of Triba environmenta protection programs. However, EPA wantsto
assig Tribesin developing Triba environmenta protection programs tailored to individua Tribal needs.
In response to the Agency's request for more flexibility in asssting the Tribes to build their overal
environmental management capacity, Congress firgt authorized EPA to create the Multi-Media
Assistance Program, and subsequently enacted the "Indian Environmenta Generd Assistance Program
Act of 1992.” 1n 1993, the Agency promulgated program-specific grant regulations that govern the
award of Genera Assistance Program grants (58 Fed. Reg. 63878, Dec. 2, 1993; 40 CFR Part 35,
Subpart Q). Under GAP, Tribes and Intertribal consortia may use GAP grants for planning, developing
or establishing environmenta protection programs.



. WHAT THESE GUIDELINES COVER
A) Towhom do these guidelines apply?

These guiddines gpply to the following:

* A Tribeor Intertribal consortium gpplying for a General Assistance Program (GAP) grant.*

* A recipient of aGAP grant.

A contractor, subcontractor, or subgrantee of a GAP grant.

* A Regiona or Headquarters EPA employee responsible for management and oversight of GAP.
*Generd Assstance Agreements include both cooperative agreements and grants. Most EPA
employees and Tribes who work with GAP refer to the assistance agreements as “ GAP grants,” so this
isthe language used in these guidelines.

B) Do these guidelinesreplace the 1994 GAP guidance?

Yes. These guiddines replace the document titled “Interim Final Guidance on the Award and
Management of General Assistance Agreements for Indian Tribes’” (July 19, 1994).

C) Do these guiddines establish binding requirements?

Yes. This document provides the nationd policy guidelines and criteriafor the award and
adminigration of GAP grants. It reflects statutory and regulatory requirements and, in some instances,
establishes new binding requirements that have not been announced previoudy.

D) When ar e these guidelines effective?

These guiddines are effective immediately.

E) Under what authority does EPA award GAP grants?

EPA awards GAP grants under the authority of the Indian Environmental Generd Assistance Program
Act of 1992, as amended (42 U.S.C. §4368b).

F) What regulations gover n the award and administration of GAP grants?
The regulations at 40 CFR Part 35, Subpart Q (8835.10000 and 35.10035, see

http://Mmww.epagov/indian/laws3.htm) govern the award and administration of GAP grants. These
regulations gpply to dl GAP grantees and subgrantees.

In addition, the regulations a 40 CFR Part 31 (“Uniform Adminigtrative Requirements for Grants and
Cooperative Agreements to State and Local Governments,” see

http://www.epa.gov/docs/epacfr40/chapt-1.info/subch-B/) apply to GAP grantees and subgrantees that
are Indian Tribes or Intertribal consortia. Even if an Intertribal consortium isincorporated asa
nonprofit organization under State and Tribd law, it must follow the regulations at 40 CFR Part 31 (see
40 CFR 831.4 and the definition of local government at 40 CFR §31.3). Subgrantees that are not
Indian Tribes or Intertriba consortia must follow the regulations at 40 CFR Part 30 (“Grants and
Agreements with Indtitutions of Highter Education, Hospitas, and Other Non-Profit Organizations’)
(see 40 CFR 830.5).

G) Arethereother EPA grant regulationsand OMB Circularsthat apply to GAP grants?
Yes. GAP grants are dso subject to the following EPA grant regulations and OMB Circulars:

H) What definitions ar e applicable?

Grant means an award of financia assistance, including cooperative agreements, in the form of money,
or property in lieu of money, by the Federd Government to an igible grantee

(40 CFR 831.3). For more information on when to use a grant or a cooperative agreement, see EPA
Order 5700.1.

Indian Tribal government means any Indian Tribe, band, nation, or other organized group or
community, including any Alaska Tribe (see section |11 (D)), which is recognized as digible by the
United States Department of the Interior for the specid services provided by the United States to
Indians because of their status as Indians (meaning federdly recognized).

Intertribal Consortium or Consortia means a partnership between two or more Indian Triba
governments that is authorized by the governing bodies of those Tribes to apply for and receive
assistance under GAP. An Intertriba consortium must have adequate documentation of the existence
of the partnership and the authorization of the member Tribes to gpply for and receive assstance.
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Il. THE PURPOSE OF GAP AND ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES
A) What isthe purpose of the GAP program?

The primary purpose of GAP is to support the development of elements of a core Triba environmentd
protection program. In order to achieve this god, the Tribes, with EPA’s assistance, should work to
do thefallowing:
* |dentify basdine environmenta needsin order to build capacity to administer an environmentd
program or develop a Triba environmenta program that istailored to individual Tribal needs.
» Egablish the adminigrative, legd, technica and enforcement capability of Tribesto develop and
implement a Triba environmentd program, including the capacity to manage EPA-del egated
programs.
» Foster compliance with federa environmenta statues by developing appropriate Tribal
environmenta programs, ordinances and public education and outreach programs.
» Edablish aTribad communications capability to work with Federd, State, Loca, Tribd and
other environmentd officids
» Egablishthe Triba capacity to develop and implement management programs through
program-specific assstance.

B) What can GAP grantees do with GAP grants?

The purpose of GAPisto assgt Tribesin building the basic infrastructure of a Triba environmental
program, which may include planning, developing, and establishing the adminigtrative, technicd, legd,
enforcement, communications, and environmental education and outreach infrastructure. Planning an
environmental protection program may include setting god's and designing an approach for the program.
Deveoping an environmenta protection program may include progressing from plans on paper to
actions that help establish the program. Establishing an environmenta protection program may include
working out the glitches of the development phase, performing a“test drive’ of the program, and
making the program secure or firm. These stages precede implementation of an environmenta
protection program. Activities that modify or enhance existing systems are fundable so long as they
condtitute planning, developing or establishing, not implementing, an environmenta protection program.

The determination as to whether aparticular activity is digible for GAP funding will often depend on the
gpecific facts. For example, not dl planning activities are digible under GAP, they are only digibleif
they are for the purpose of planning, developing or establishing an environmenta protection program.
Following isagenerd list of activities that may be accomplished with GAP funds, provided the activities
are for the purpose of planning, developing or establishing

environmental protection programs or to develop environmental programs. Thislist ismeant to
provide ideas and guidelines, but isnot all-inclusive.
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Deveop an adminigtrative system to include:

>

development of proposds for other environmenta grants in accordance with the requirementsin
Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-87. In order to charge proposa costs
directly to a GAP grant (as opposed to treating the cost as an indirect cost), the Tribe must
have prior written approva from EPA ;

procedures for accounting, auditing, eval uating, reviewing, and reporting in accordance with 40
CFR Part 31;

computer systemns and Internet service for grant management; and

procurement procedures in compliance with the procurement provisions of 40 CFR 831.36 and
40 CFR §35.10035.

Deveop technica capability to manage environmenta programs including:

>

Identify and perform a baseline assessment of non-mobile and mobile sources of pollution;

Deveop qudity assurance and qudity control systems including Quality Assurance Program
and Project (QAPP) Plansthat are for the purpose of planning, developing, and establishing an
environmental protection program. Implementing or carrying out a QAPP plan is not fundable
under GAP, except when a QAPP isrequired in order to carry out activities approved in the
GAP grant work plan;

Develop adequate sampling and laboratory capabilities, including the purchase of equipment
and hardware necessary to carry out approved GAP grant activities;

Develop computer systems and provide Internet service for compiling and evauating
environmental monitoring data and facilities compliance deta to ensure that the data is current,
accurate, and can be submitted to EPA in aformat compatible for integration into EPA
databases,

Deveop qudifications and training needs for environmental management personnd relative to
the Tribe's program needs and plan for program implementation, including planning for and
implementation of atraining program to address technical competency and capability. Training
activities may include, but are not limited to training the employees of a Tribe or an Intertribal
consortium to conduct ingpections, environmental assessments and monitoring, and NEPA
andysesin order to develop or establish ardevant environmenta protection program; and
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» Develop an environmental emergency response system (not genera 911-related response).

Deveop integrated approaches to environmental protection and natura resource management, such
as the development of Integrated Resource Management Plans (IRMP), which fully reflect both
Tribd environmenta and natura resource management goas and objectives, within the limitations of
GAP. For example, developing IRMP components such as water quality assessments and species
inventories are dlowable so long as they are for the purpose of planning, developing or establishing
an environmenta protection program. Natura resource assessment and development activities for
commercia purposes, such asforestry, fisheries, and minerds, water, or energy resources are not
alowed under GAP. (For more information on IRMPs, see
http://snakel.cr.usgs.gov/bofrp/irmp.html or contact Don Hall, National Integrated Resource
Management Coordinator, at (303) 969-5270 x236 or dhall @snakel.cr.usgs.gov.)

Develop the legd infrastructure (codes, regulations, ordinances and standards, and policies and
guidances) to implement environmenta protection programs.

Deveop enforcement programs to ensure compliance including the development of inventory,
monitoring and ingpection schemes.

Deveop a communications plan to include communications with:

» Tribal executivesto assure knowledge of and responsiveness to program needs (technical,
adminidrative, and legd);

» theregulated community to assure knowledge of and responsiveness to regulatory
requirements;

»  inter-governmental communications with regard to coordination for issues of mutud interest and
possibilities for cooperdtive efforts, and

»  the community to assure knowledge of, need for, and compliance or cooperation with the
implementation of various environmenta protection programs.

Develop materids, information and plans for environmental education/public outreach programs for
community members (including Triba leaders and business and civic organizations).

|dentify multi-jurisdictional opportunities including:
» feadhility for intergovernmentd (Triba, Federd, State, Loca) cooperative efforts; and
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» planning for and development of cooperative arrangements and planswith intergovernmenta
agencies and other public organizations.

C) Can GAP fundsbe used for construction?

Generdly, GAP funds cannot be used for construction. Since the principa focus of this programison
the development of generd Triba environmenta cgpability, assistance will not be provided under this
program for congruction of specific facilities. The National Program Manager, the American Indian
Environmenta Office (AIEO), will determine on a case-by-case basis whether the congtruction activity
is necessary to plan, develop, or establish a Triba environmenta protection program. For example, for
aTribe to develop acore Triba environmenta protection program it is necessary for the Tribe to have
aplacefor staff to work. If rental spaceis not available, it may be necessary to construct office space
or buy amodular building and move it to an gppropriate location. Requests from grantees for such
activities must be evauated by the Regiona Program Manager and referred to the Director of AIEO
with full judtification for recommended gpprova or non-gpprova of the request including provisons for
compliance with the Nationa Environmenta Policy Act (NEPA). AIEO will make the determination
within 30 days and in consultation with the appropriate program offices and the Office of Genera
Counsdl. For information on what happens to the title of a building that was paid for with GAP funds
following completion of the grant, see 40 CFR §31.31.

Examples of congruction activities not alowed include, but are not limited to, landfill congtruction,
recycling facility congruction, wastewater trestment facility construction, congtruction, operation and
maintenance of sanitary facilities, congtruction related to implementation of best management practices
for nonpoint source pollution control in awatershed, or purchase of construction equipment such as
trucks and compactors or graders.

D) Can GAP funds be used to lease or purchase a vehiclefor usein developing an
environmental program?

Yes. GAP funds may be used to lease or purchase avehicle for use in developing an environmenta
program under OMB Circular A-87. Inthework plan, the grantee mugt justify the need for avehicle
and compare the cost of leasing or purchasing a vehicle to determine the most cost-effective dternative.
Following an award for lease or purchase of a vehicle, the grantee must keep adequate records
(pursuant to 40 CFR Part 31 and OMB Circular A-87) of the vehicle usage to ensure it is reasonable
and necessary to carry out the GAP grant activities. For information on what happens to a vehicle that
was purchased after the GAP grant is completed, see 40 CFR §831.32.

E) Can GAP funds be used to develop Geographic Information Systems (GIS)?
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Yes, if it is necessary to build the Tribe' s capacity to run environmenta programs. Using GIS for
surveying acommercia purchase of land or in support of current litigation are not activities that can be
funded by GAP.

F) Can GAP funds be used to implement solid waste and hazar dous waste programs?

No, not under current regulations. The list of digible activities in the current GAP regul ations does not
include implementation of solid and hazardous waste programs

(40 CFR 835.10020). Thisreflectsapolicy decison that EPA made in 1993 (when the current GAP
regulations were promulgated) to limit the use of GAP funds for solid and hazardous waste programs to
the planning, developing and establishing stages, despite the explicit statutory authority to use GAP
funds for implementation of solid and hazardous waste programs. However, the proposed rule for
Environmental Program Grants for Indian Tribes (to be codified a 40 CFR Part 35, Subpart B), which
includes regulations for GAP grants that would supersede the current regulation, would alow GAP
funds to be used for implementation of solid and hazardous waste programs. If that part of theruleis
meade find, these activities will be dlowable under GAP.

G) Can GAP funds be used to plan, design, construct or operate a wastewater treatment
facility or drinking water facility?

No. Planning, designing, congtructing and operating such facilities are implementation activities,
therefore, they are not eigible for funding under GAP. Associated feagbility studies and NEPA
reviews, including environmenta impact studies and assessments, are part of the planning phase of
facility congruction; therefore, they are implementation activities not eigible for funding under GAP.
These activities may be funded under other EPA and Indian Hedlth Service (IHS) grant programs.

H) Can GAP funds be used to develop programsto manage and over see wastewater
treatment or drinking water facilities?

Yes. GAP funds may be used for planning, developing, and establishing Tribal adminigtrative programs
to manage and oversee facility congtruction and operation.

I) Can GAP funds be used to plan, develop or establish environmental protection programs
not regulated by EPA?

Yes. The Act explicitly authorizes GAP funds to be used to plan, develop and establish the capabiility to

implement programs administered by EPA, but it dso explicitly authorizes GAP funds to be used “to
cover the cogts of planning, developing, and establishing environmenta protection programs consstent
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with other gpplicable provisons of law providing for enforcement of such laws by Indian Tribes on
Indian lands’ (42 U.S.C. §4368b (d)(1)).

For example, protection of environmental cultural resourcesis not regulated by EPA, but a Tribe could
use GAP funds to develop a program to clear out exotic plant species that are disturbing the historical
ecosystem or re-establish native plant species. (GAP funds may not be used to fund activities related
to cultural resources unrelated to environmental protection, such as the repatriation of Native American
culturd items, which is funded under the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act of
1990.)

J) Can GAP funds be used for baseline environmental assessments or monitoring?

Yes, if establishing the basdline environmenta conditions or monitoring is necessary to plan, develop, or
establish a Triba environmental program. However, GAP funds cannot be used for a basdine or other
assessment or monitoring that is for the principa purpose of solving particular problems at particular
places. An assessment that is conducted over more than one year may be necessary to etablish the
basdline environmenta conditions for the purpase of planning, developing or establishing an
environmenta program. Monitoring in support of implementing programs is not digible for funding
under GAP. The Tribe should seek program specific grants for monitoring in support of program
implementation. GAP funds may supplement program-specific grants by supporting employee training
related to monitoring or the purchase of necessary monitoring equipment.

K) Can GAP funds be used to develop a system of permitting or licensing fees?

Yes. Tribes may use GAP funds to develop regulations which require licensing, permitting, or
ingpection fees and fines and pendties for violations of Triba environmenta laws, but GAP funds
cannot be used to implement or enforce such regulations or collect fees, fines or pendties.

L) Can GAP funds be used to prepare program digibility application packages?

Y es. GAP funds may be used to prepare the program digibility application packages (formerly known
as “trestment asa State” (TAS)) required for certain EPA grant programs or program authorizations,
including the demondtration of jurisdiction (see regtriction below regarding jurisdiction). The purpose of
GAPisto build Triba capacity to manage environmental programs, therefore a Tribe may conduct
digible GAP activities for the dua purpose of building the Tribe's environmenta program and fulfilling
the digibility requirements. However, GAP funds may not be used to pay lega fees associated with
litigation to resolve jurisdictiond disputes.

M) Can GAP funds be used to conduct demonstration projects?
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Yes. GAP funds can be used to conduct demonstration projects so long as the purpose of the project
isto plan, develop, or establish a Triba environmental program. A demondiration project involves new
or experimenta technologies, methods, or gpproaches and the results of the project must be
disseminated so that others can benefit from the knowledge gained through the demongtration project.
The duration of ademonstration project depends on how long it takes for the particular project to yield
results of the experimenta technologies, methods or approaches and to disseminate those results, but
no demongtration project should exceed five years (see 40 CFR 840.125-1).

[1l. THE APPLICATION PROCESS
A) Whoisdigiblefor a GAP grant?

Eligible grantees include ather of the following:
» A federdly recognized Indian Tribd government.*
* Authorized Intertriba consortium.*

* See section | (E) for definitions.
B) What arethedigibility requirementsfor an Intertribal consortium?

An Intertribal consortium is €igible to receive a GAP grant if the consortium demongtrates that

(1) amgority of its members meets the digibility requirements for GAP grants, (2) dl members that
mest the digibility requirements authorize the consortium to apply for and receive the grant; and (3) only
members that meet the digibility requirements will benefit directly from the grant project and the
consortium agrees to agrant condition to that effect.

An Intertribal consortium must have adequate documentation of the existence of the partnership and the
authorization of the member Tribesto gpply for and receive assstance. Documentation that
demondtrates the existence of the partnership of Indian Triba governments may consst of Triba council
resolutions, Intertribal consortia resolutionsin conjunction with a Triba council resolution from each
member Tribe, or other written certification from a duly authorized representative of each Triba
government that clearly demondrates that a partnership of Indian Triba governments exists.
Documentation that demondtrates that member Tribes authorize the consortium to gpply for and receive
assistance may condst of a Triba council resolution from each Tribe or other written certification from a
duly authorized representative of each Tribal government that clearly demongtrates that the Tribe
authorizes the consortium to gpply for and receive the grant on behdf of the Tribe. An Intertribal
consortium resolution is not adequate documentation of the member Tribes authorization of the
consortium unless it includes a written certification from a duly authorized representetive of each Triba
government.
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C) Mugt aTribeor an Intertribal Consortium have land to get a GAP grant?

No. A Tribe or Intertribal consortium does not have to have land to get a GAP grant. Although the
Tribe or Intertribal consortium may not have aland base, it can il plan, develop or establish
environmenta protection programs, including environmenta education and outreach programs.

D) AreAlaska Tribes€ligiblefor GAP grants?

Yes. For the purposes of these guiddines, the term “Alaska Tribe” refers to those 227 Alaska Native
entitiesincluded inthelist of “federaly-recognized” Indian Tribes as published by the Bureau of Indian
Affairs (BIA) (see "Native Entities Within the State of Alaska Recognized and Eligible to Receive
Services from the United States Bureau of Indian Affairs’ 63 FR 71941 (December 30, 1998)). These
Alaska Tribes enjoy the same legd status as other federally recognized Tribesin the Lower 48 States.

Theterm “ Alaska Native village® is sometimes used as a synonym for: “ Alaska Tribes,” any of the
various Native entities in Alaska (federaly recognized and non-federaly recognized); or a geographic
areaoccupied by Natives. The Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (ANCSA) (43 U.S.C. §1601)
provides the following definition for a"Nétive Village"

any tribe, band, clan, group, village, community, or association in Alaskalisted in
sections 11 and 16 of the Act [43 U.S.C.S. 81610 and §1615], or which meetsthe
requirements of the Act, and which the Secretary determines was, on the 1970 census
enumeration date (as shown by the census or other evidence satisfactory to the
Secretary, who shall make findings of fact in each instance) composed of twenty-five or
more Natives (43 USCA 1602(c)).

This definition served to identify those Native entities that were assigned village corporations upon
passage of ANCSA. Thisfurther confusesthingsin that it suggeststhat “Native villages’ are equivaent
to “village corporations.” For these reasons, the term “ Alaska Native village® is not used in these
guidelines. The reader, however, may see this term used in various regulations and statutes.

E) Are Alaska Native regional or village corporations digiblefor GAP grants?

No. Itisimportant to understand that the Alaska Tribes and the regiond or village corporations are not
equivdent. Alaska Tribes are federaly recognized Triba governments and are thus eligible for GAP.
Only Indian Triba governments and Intertribal consortiamade up of Indian Tribal governments are
eligible for GAP grants and Alaska Native regiond or village corporations are neither an Indian Triba
government nor an Intertribal consortium because they are not federdly recognized. EPA meansno
disrespect to the individua Triba members of the corporations, but we are limited by statute as to
which entities may receive GAP grants.
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The Act defines Indian Triba government as,

any Indian tribe, band, nation, or other organized group or community, including any
Alaska Native village or regiond or village corporation (as defined in, or established
pursuant to, the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C.A. 81601, et seq.)),
which isrecognized as digible for the specia services provided by the United States to
Indians because of their status as Indians (42 U.S.C. 84368b (c)(1)).

The Act'sincluson of Alaska Native regiond or village corporations in the definition of “Indian Triba
government” creates confusion because they are explicitly included in the definition of Indian Triba
government, yet no such corporetion is federdly recognized, which is adso part of the definition of
Indian Tribal governments. The regiona and village corporations are State-chartered legd entities
established by the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (ANCSA) (43 U.S.C. §1601) for the purpose
of conducting business transactions. Regiond and village corporations are not digible for GAP grants
because they are not federdly recognized governments.  However, the regiond and village
corporations have been designated as “ Tribes’ for the purposes of some Federd laws, primarily the
Indian Sdf-Determination and Education Assistance Act (ISDA).

Although Alaska Native regiond and village corporations are not digible for GAP grants, an Alaska
Tribe recaeiving a GAP grant may award a subcontract or subgrant to avillage or regionad corporation
(just asthey could to any other business), in accordance with EPA’ s regulations governing subcontracts
and subgrants.

F) Are Alaska regional nonprofit corporations ligible for GAP?

Yes, but only if these regiona nonprofit corporations meet the digibility requirements of an Intertribal
consortium, in which case they would be digible for a GAP grant as an Intertribal consortium (see
section 111 (B) above), not as an Alaska regiona nonprofit corporation. Over thelast 75 years, Alaska
Tribes formed nonprofit corporations as a vehicle to receive funding to address issues of concern to the
Tribes, such as hedth and environmental issues. These nonprofit corporations are distinct from the
village and regiond corporations established under ANCSA (see section 111 (E) above).

G) What isthe application processfor a GAP grant?

Eligible grantees must submit awork plan and fill out Standard Form 424 Application for Federd
Assstance: State and Loca Non-Construction Programs’ and provide al required certifications. For
more information on the application process and the Regiona application deadlines, contact the
Regiond GAP contacts (see Appendix) and see http://mww.whitehouse.gov/OM B/grants/index.html.

H) What are the minimum GAP grant work plan requirements?
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The work plan isthe basis for the management and evauation of performance under the grant
agreement. The work plan must contain the following:

. The work plan components to be funded under the grant;

. The estimated work years and funding amounts for each work plan component;

. The work plan commitments for each work plan component, and atime frame for their
accomplishment;

. A performance evauation process and reporting schedule in accordance with section 1V (A
and B);

. The roles and responghilities of the recipient and EPA in carrying out the work plan
commitments;

. Quality assurance documentation (see below).

I) What quality assurance documentation isrequired?

GAP grantees are subject to the quality assurance requirements in 40 CFR 831.45, which ate the
fallowing:

If the grantee s project involves environmentaly related measurements or data
generdion, the grantee shal develop and implement quality assurance practices
consigting of policies, procedures, pecifications, standards, and documentation
sufficient to produce data of quality adequate to meet project objectives and to
minimize loss of data due to out-of-control conditions or mafunction.

In addition, it is EPA policy that dl environmenta programs performed through EPA-funded extramurd
agreements (including GAP grants) must be supported by individud qudity systems that comply fully
with the American National Standard ANSI/ASQC E4-1994, Specifications and Guidelines for
Quality Systems for Environmental Data Collection and Environmental Technology Programs.
ANSI/ASQC E4-1994 isa nationa standard authorized by the American National Standards Ingtitute
(ANSI) and developed by the American Society for Quality Control (ASQC) (EPA Order 5360.1
CHG 1, July 16, 1998). For more information, see http://es.epa.gov/ncerga/galindex.html. Grantees
should also contact their Regiona GAP contacts (see Appendix) to seeif there are specific Regiond
guidelines. For example, see Region 9's home page a
http:/Aww.epa.gov/region09/galindian-tribe.html and hitp://mwww.epa.gov/region09/galtribes-fs.html.

J) How much isa GAP grant award?

Aninitid GAP grant must be for aminimum of $75,000. A grant amendment may be for an amount
more or less than $75,000 (40 CFR §35.10025(a)). No single grant awarded under this program may
be for an amount exceeding ten percent of the total annua funds appropriated under section 11(h) of
the Act (40 CFR 835.10025(b)).

K) Isamatch required for a GAP grant?
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No. The GAP does not require grantees to provide any share of project cogs.
L) What isthe project period of a GAP grant?

Project period is the length of time specified in the assi stance agreement for completion of al project
work. The project period of a GAP grant cannot be longer than four years (42 U.S.C. 84368a(d)(3)).
If the project period established in the assi stance agreement is less than four years, the grantee may
later request an amendment to extend the project period if the grant has not aready met the four-year
project period limit.

M) What isthe funding period of a GAP grant?

The funding period (also known as the budget period) isthe period of time specified in the grant
agreement during which the recipient may obligate funds for the purposes specified in the agreement. All
obligated funds must be expended no later than 90 days after the end of the funding period. If obligated
funds cannot be expended by the deadline, a grantee may request an extension of time (providing
adequate justification) to liquidate the obligations (40 CFR 831.23).

N) Can GAP grantees apply for a new GAP grant at theend of their current GAP grant
project period?

Yes, even if the project period of their current GAP grant isfour years. Grantees should apply for a
new GAP grant at least 60 days before the end of the project period of their current GAP grant. If the
project period of the grantees's current GAP grant is less than four years, the grantee can gpply for
another GAP grant at the end of the project period or request an amendment to increase the project
period to a maximum of four years. Grantees should contact their Regionad GAP contacts (see
Appendix) for information on Regiona GAP grant application deadlines.

O) Isagrantee guaranteed a subsequent GAP grant?

No. Funding for GAP grantsis provided on ayearly or other basis. Applications must be submitted
and evduated for each new or amended GAP grant. The Regiona Program Manager will consider the
amount of GAP funds gppropriated to EPA, the grantee' s past performance and work plan quality to
determine whether additiond funding will be awarded.

P) Can agrantee get a GAP grant for aproject or activity that isalready funded by another
EPA grant?
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No. Grantees cannot charge the same task, project or activity to two grants. Grantees can, however,
use GAP funds for the same type of activity funded by another grant but only if grantees are not doing
the same task, project or activity and it isdigible for funding under GAP. This provison isintended to
prevent whét is often called “double-dipping,” to prevent EPA from paying for the same work twice.

IV.GRANTEE MANAGEMENT OF GAP GRANTS
A) What arethe grantee financial reporting requirements?

Grantees must comply with the reporting requirements of 40 CFR Part 31 and 40 CFR Part 35,
Subpart Q. Grantees must send EPA the following financid reports at least annudly:

--  Financid Status Report (Standard Form 269)

-- Federal Cash Transactions Report (Standard Form 272, for assistance agreements paid
through EPA’s Automated Clearinghouse)

-- Reguest for Advance or Reimbursement (Standard Form 270, if applicable)

-- Minority Business Enterprises’\Women' s Business Enterprises reports (Standard Form
5700-52A). (The EPA is currently working on a MBE/WBE rulemaking that may change
requirements applying to Tribal Governments. Grantees should check with their Regiond
Grants Specidist for current information on MBE/WBE requirements.)

B) What are the grantee performance reporting requirements?

Grantees must comply with the reporting requirements of 40 CFR Part 31 and 40 CFR Part 35,
Subpart Q. Grantees must send EPA the following performance reports on a schedule determined by
the Project Officer and stated in the work plan, but not less than annually and not more than quarterly:
--  Summary of GAP grant activities during the reporting period, induding status summary,
accomplishments, and milestones.
-- ldentification of any problems and a corrective action.
--  Comparison of funds spent during the reporting period againgt the planned expendituresin
the work plan and an explanation of any discrepancies.
-- Egtimates of the time and funds necessary to complete the project and a comparison of
these estimates to the time and funds remaining in the work plan.
In addition to performance reports, grantees should have frequent contact with their Project Officer to
keep him/her informed of grantee progress and to resolve any problems that may arise.

C)What cost principles apply to the determination of allowable costsunder a GAP grant?

The principlesin OMB Circular A-87 (see http:/Amww.whitehouse.gov/omb/circularsindex.html) apply
to the determination of alowable costs of Indian Tribes or Intertriba consortia. Subgrantees of GAP
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grants that are not Indian Tribes or Intertribal consortia should follow the OMB Circular or regulations
appplicable to their type of organization (see 40 CFR Part 31.22).

D) What arethe grantee purchasing (procurement) procedur es?
In generd, for purchases of less than $50,000 grantees should follow the procedures described in 40

CFR 35.10035 and for purchases of $50,000 and over grantees should follow the proceduresin 40
CFR 31.36. A summary of the procedures outlined in these two sections is provided below.
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If the aggregate amount of the purchaseis... Then granteesmust...

$1,000 or less Demondirate that the price is reasonable.
Over $1,000 but less than $25,000 Obtain and document ora or written price
quotations from two or more quaified sources.
$25,000 and over but less than $50,000 . Solicit written bids/proposals from two

Provide to potentia sources aclear and
accurate description of the work to be
performed;

. Provide the criteriathe recipient will use
to evauate bids/proposals submitted;

. Objectively evauate dl bids/proposas
submitted; and

. Notify al bidders/proposers.

$50,000 and over but less than $100,000 Obtain price or rate quotations from an adequate
number of qualified sources.

$100,000 and over Follow the proceduresin 40 CFR 31.36 (except
40 CFR 831.36 (d)(2)).

E) What areindirect costs and how arethey charged to a GAP grant?

Indirect costs are the costs that are incurred for acommon or joint purpose benefitting more than one
cost objective, that are not readily assignable to the cost objectives specificaly benefitted, without effort
disproportionate to the results achieved. An example is eectricity for the Triba environmentd office.
Indirect costs should be charged to the GAP grant in accordance with OMB Circular A-87, in
particular, attachments C, D, and E and the Tribe' s gpproved indirect cost rate agreement (usudly
negotiated with the Bureau of Indian Affairs). Indirect costs should be distributed to benefitted cost
objectives on bases that will produce an equitable result in consderation of relative benefits derived.
For more information on alowable costs, see OMB Circular A-87, “Cost Principles for State, Locdl,
and Indian Tribal Governments’ available at http://www.whitehouse.gov/OM B/circulars/ad87-all.html.

F) Are GAP grants subject to intergover nmental review?
No. GAP grants are not subject to intergovernmental review.

G) Can GAP grantees be audited by EPA?

Yes. Grantees must comply with OMB Circular A-133 and the auditing requirements of 40 CFR Part
31 including Parts 31.26, 31.36, and 31.42. The EPA Office of Inspector Generd can perform an
audit of the GAP at any time.

V.INFORMATION FOR EPA MANAGEMENT OF GAP
A) What arethe responsbilities of a GAP Project Officer?

The Project Officer isthe EPA officid desgnated in the GAP grant as EPA’ s program contact with the
recipient. EPA employees must be certified as Project Officers through EPA’s sandardized Project
Officer training program before they can be a project officer for a GAP grant. For questions on the
respongibilities of a Project Officer, refer to the training manua entitled “Managing Y our Financid
Assstance Agreement: Project Officer Responsihilities” (EPA document number 202-B-96-002,
October 1996).

B) What isthe Regional processfor awarding GAP grants?

The Regiona Program Manager (RPM) (see section VI (B)) will issue acdl letter during the firgt
quarter of each fiscd year notifying digible recipients of the availability of assstance, including
ingruction on the need to reapply for Tribes currently receiving assistance. The RPM will alocate funds
to digible recipients in accordance with the procedures established in these guiddines. The RPM may
edtablish supplemental Regiond guiddines and criteria consgstent with these guideines and with
consderation of the environmenta protection goals of the nation, Region and Tribes. Regiond
guidelines and criteriamay include, but is not limited to, criteriafor grantee selection (e.g., heath and
ecologica risk assessment of the reservation, past performance, etc.) and work plan requirements
including expected outputs. Any such guidelines or criteria must be submitted to the American Indian
Environmenta Office.

C) How are GAP fundsdistributed among the Regions?

Asthe Nationa Program Manager, the American Indian Environmenta Office (AIEO) is responsible
for distribution of the nationa GAP funds to the EPA Regiond Offices. AIEO didributes the funds
using aformulathat considers the Tribal land base, number of Tribes, and Triba population in each
Region. Each year AIEO will issue a decision memorandum on the digtribution of GAP fundsto the
Regions by January 31. For more specific information on how Tribes are counted for funding purposes
or award amounts to each Region, refer to these memoranda. In addition to the funds awarded by the
Regions, some funds will be held by AIEO (referred to as “GAP set-aside’ funds) to support specific
Triba or Tribd consortia projects that have national application or address a nationa program need
identified by AIEO. Upon sdlection by AIEO, the Regions will award the funds under GAP. As of
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fiscal year (FY) 2001, AIEO will send out arequest for proposals for set-aside projects on the same
schedule as other GAP projects (January 31).

In addition to the GAP set-aside funds awarded through AIEO, EPA’ s Office of Solid Waste and
Emergency Response (OSWER) has contributed to the GAP account for FY 1999 and FY 2000 to
create a$500K Triba set-aside for awarding GAP grants that support planning, developing and
establishing Tribal solid and hazardous waste programs. The grantees for these GAP grants are chosen
by OSWER.

D) What isthe availability of funds?

Congress provides GAP funding to EPA through the State and Tribal Assistance Grants (STAG)
Appropriation. This account is ano-year gppropriation, meaning that funds are available for obligation
without fiscal year limitation. However, AIEO strongly encourages dl GAP managers to obligate GAP
funds within the fisca year in which they were appropriated. AIEO must gpprove al requests to carry-
over GAP funds beyond the fiscal year in which the funds were gppropriated.

Funds awarded under GAP remain available until expended in accordance with the project period of
the award (e.g., 1 to 4 years). Note however, that for a GAP grant with a4-year project period:
monies avarded in the first year remain available through al four years; monies awarded in the second
year remain available through the remaining three years, monies awvarded in the third year remain
available through the remaining two years, and monies avarded in the fourth year are available only in
that year. Project Officers should establish atracking system on a per-grant basis to assure that
grantee spending coincides with the project period.

E) Can EPA program-specific funds be reprogrammed* into GAP?

Yes. Program-specific funds or other fundsincluded in EPA’s State and Triba Assistance Grant
gppropriation for grants to States, Tribes, Intertribal consortia, and air pollution control agencies for
pollution prevention control and abatement, may be reprogrammed into GAP subject to Congressiond
guidance on reprogrammings. In recent years, EPA has operated under a limitation of $500,000 on
reprogrammings without Appropriations Committee natification. This limitation is not cumulative for the
year, but gpplies incrementaly to reprogramming activities undertaken for a specific purpose. In other
words, reprogrammings that involve a particular program results code (PRC) are not cumulative if each
reprogramming is done for a different stated purpose. However, PRC reprogrammings done for the
same stated purpose are cumulative a the Agency level. EPA has agreed to notify the Appropriations
Committee prior to each reprogramming of funds in excess of the limitation between programs (media)
or PRCs. In conjunction with the Annua Planning and Budget Divison, the American Indian
Environmenta Office (AIEO) will monitor the status and amount of any regiona reprogrammings
into/out of GAP to determine if they are cumulative in excess of the $500,000 limitation. Prior to
initiating any reprogrammings, the Regionad Program Manager (RPM) must submit their request by
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separate memorandum to AIEO. These requests need to include an informative purpose statement
(judtification), the amount of funds and the affected media programs and corresponding PRCs. For shift
of funds less than the $500,000 limitation, AIEO will notify the RPMs of gpproval, after which the

RPM may enter the reprogrammings into the Integrated Financial Management System (IFMS).  If the
need to reprogram funds in excess of the limitation occurs, AIEO will consult with the Planning &
Budget Division for guidance on current procedures such as format, content and timing for providing
Congressond notification. These proposed reprogrammings should not be entered into the Agency’s
IFM S until the Agency receives approva from the Appropriations Committee, and, in turn, AIEO
forwards this gpproval to the Regions.

* A reprogramming is any movement of dollars or FTEs (Full Time Equivadent) in the Operating Plan,
including any change into or out of a PRC (see above) or budget object class (Administrative Control
of Appropriated Funds, Release 1.0 (7/16/97)).

F) Are GAP grants subject to the policies and guidancesissued by the Grants Administration
Division?

Yes. GAP grants are subject to the policies and guidances issued for EPA’ s assistance agreements by
the Grants Adminigration Divison (GAD). GAP Project Officers should consult with the Regiond
grants management office on al adminigtrative maiters related to the grant.

G) IsGAP subject to EPA Order 5700.2 on Streamlining Small Grants?
No. GAPisexempt from EPA Order 5700.2.

H) What should a GAP Project Officer doif a grant hasreached the end of a four-year project
period?

When a GAP grant reaches the end of afour year project period, the GAP project officer must close
out the grant. Close out is the process that ensures al technica work and administrative requirements
(such asfind accounting of expenditures) have been findized. For more information on the closeout
process, see “Managing Your Financia Assstance Agreement: Project Officer Responghilities’ (EPA
document number EPA 202-B-96-002, October 1996). Tribes may apply for anew GAP grant and
should do o at least 60 days before the end of the four-year project period. Grantees should contact
their Regiond GAP contacts (see Appendix) for information on Regiona GAP grant application
deadlines.

I) Can a Regional Grants Management Office award or close out a grant for which the Tribe
or Tribal consortium does not have an approved indirect cost rate*?
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Yes. For those Tribes or Intertribal consortium that have applied for but have not received an

approved indirect cost rate* from the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA), the following is gpplicable;

* If aTribeor Intertriba consortium has an indirect cost rate negotiated by BIA that has
expired, the Tribe or Intertribal consortium may use that rate until anew rateis
established.

* If anew rateis not established before the end of the project and budget period the old rate will be
used to close the grant.

» If aTribeor Intertribal consortium has never had an indirect cost rate and their
goplication is pending with BIA, the Agency may use the requested rate in the pending
goplication until arate is established.

e A Tribeor Intertriba consortium must have a pending indirect cost application with BIA to use an
expired rate or the rate in the pending application.

A Tribeor Intertribal consortium may also choose to waive their indirect cost rate and not charge this
cost to their GAP grant.

* Theindirect codt rate determines the proportion of indirect costs each program should bear and is
the ratio (expressed as a percentage) of the indirect cost to a direct cost base (OMB Circular A-87).
See section 1V (E) for an explanation of indirect costs.

J) What should a GAP Project Officer do with unexpended funds?

If a Project Officer is ready to close out a GAP grant and there are funds that were obligated but that
the Tribe did not spend (unexpended funds), the Project Officer may deobligate the funds and the
money will return to the Regiond Triba program for reallocation within the GAP account.

VI. REGIONAL RESPONSIBILITIESFOR GAP MANAGEMENT
A) What arethe Regional reporting requirements?

The Regiona Adminigtrator or his’her delegee must send AIEO an annua tracking metrix and narrtive
report for dl funds and activities included under the GAP grants, in consultation with the appropriate
Regiond program offices. Thisannua matrix and report will be based on the grantee performance
reports (see Grantee Management of GAP Grants section above). The tracking matrix and narretive
report must be submitted by January 31 for the activities of the previousfiscd year (FY). These
reports provide amechanism for evaluating the environmenta performance brought about by GAP, for
reporting to Congress, and for ensuring the Agency provides the technica assstance and oversight
needed to ensure and enhance successful program development.
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The tracking matrix, which is currently being developed by AIEO, will include the following information

for each grant:

» The name of the grante(s), including al Tribesincduded in any consortium for each grant.

* A cumulative summary of GAP grant funds received in al the past years, with the exception of
funds dlocated in the fisca year in which the annua report iswritten. This information will be used
by AIEQ to write the annua GAP progress report, and to demongtrate to Congress the
environmenta benefits of the program based on past investments.

*  Summary of Triba program godas through the end of the previous fiscd year. These may include
milestones the Triba program plansto develop, or proposed intergovernmental agreements or
plans. Thisinformation will be used by AIEO to develop future priority budget requests, assst in
discussions with Programmatic National Program Managers regarding their investment in program-
specific Triba grants, and identifying potential focus areas for nationa GAP set-aside funding.

e Summary of capacity-building milestones and accomplishments through the end of the previous
fiscal year. For example: codes/regulations that have been developed; environmental assessments
completed; media program grants received; training completed; or public outreach or education
conducted. Thisinformation will be used by AIEO to: write the annual GAP progress report;
demongtrate to Congress the environmenta benefits of the program based on past investments;,
as3g in discussons with Programmatic National Program Managers regarding their investment in
program-specific Tribd grants, verify Basdine Assessment project data, facilitate information
exchange among Regions and Tribes; and identify trends and progress in specific media aress.

The narrative report must include a Regiond summary of the following:

» Discusson of issues of Regiond or nationa significance identified through a specific GAP grant
and/or overal management of the Regiond program. AIEO will use thisinformation to identify
issues needing nationd policy discussions, darifications or decisons.

*  Overdl| satement of environmental benefits resulting from the Regiond GAP program. AIEO will
use this information to support EPA’s reporting under the Government Performance and Results
Act and in writing the annua GAP progress report.

In addition to the information in the annua report, AIEO needs the information described below
biannually to comply with reporting requirements under the Government Performance and Results Act
(GPRA); once by the second Friday of March and once by November 30.

For FY 2000 only:
»  Thenumber of Tribes with program de egated/approved environmental programs,
» The number of program delegations/approvads, and
» Thenumber of EPA/Triba Environmental Agreements (TEAS);

For FY 2000 and after:
» The number of Tribesand Intertriba consortiawith GAP grants;
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» The number of partnerships between the Tribes and EPA for managing the environment in
Indian country; and
»  The number of EPA actions authorizing program implementation in Indian country by Tribes.

The numbers reported are the incrementa increases from the prior fisca year. The firdt three measures
listed above will be in place through FY 2000. Beginning in FY 2001, these three measures will be
replaced by the last three measures listed above. Therefore, for FY 2000 only, AIEO needsthe
Regionsto report biannualy on al sx itemslisted above. Beginning in FY 2001, the Regions will only
have to report biannually on the last three measures. The GPRA reporting requirements may changein
future years. Regions should consult AIEO's GPRA coordinator for any changesto the listed GPRA
reporting requirements.

If a Region does not submit the annual tracking matrix and narrative report, AIEO may choose not to
release Regiond funds until the report is received. AIEO will supply copies of these Regiond reports
to Programmatic National Program Managers upon request. AIEO will supply the Regions with a copy
of the annual GAP progress report, which aso will be publicly available. On occasion, other reports or
information may also be requested by AIEO as may be necessary to advance the GAP program in
Agency-wide budget deliberations or respond to Congressiond inquiries.

B) What aretheresponsbilities of the Regional Program Manager ?

The Regiona Program Manager (RPM) isthe Regional Adminigtrator (RA). The RA may delegate
these respongihilities to the Divison or Office Director leve, but must notify AIEO of any such
delegation. The responghilities of the RPM include:

* Approving officid for dl GAP grants.

* Awad officid for dl GAP grants.

» Saving asthe decison officid for alocating GAP fundsto Tribes.

» Edablishing supplementa Regiona GAP palicy, criteriaand guiddines. Any Regiond guiddines or
criteria that Regions propose to apply to GAP grants awarded after the effective date of these
guidelines must be sent to AIEO for review and concurrence.

» Saving asthe decison officid for waiver of supplemental Regiond policy, guiddines and criteria
congstent with nationa policy and statutory requirements.

» Developing and transmitting the recommendation and justification to AIEO for grantee requests for
congtruction activities (see section 11 (C));

» Desgnating the Regionad GAP adminigtrator and manager and/or GAP management teams. GAP
management teams should include representatives from the media programs and the Regiona grants
management office.

»  Devdoping and implementing the Regiond GAP plan for digible recipientsin the Region.

C) What arethe responsibilities of the Programmatic Regional Program Managers (PRPMs)?
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For the purposes of GAP, the PRPMs include dl Division and Office Directors. The PRPM
respongihilitiesinclude:

Implementing GAP nationd policy and guiddines and any Regiond supplemental guiddinesin order
to assg Tribd governments and Intertriba consortiawith planning, developing and establishing
environmental management programs for their respective aress.

Coordinating with the Regiond Indian Coordinator or other RPM designee on program issues
associated with GAP.

Providing technica assistance to grantees for planning, developing and establishing the appropriate
program infrastructure and technica capability for their environmenta management program (as
gppropriate under the terms and conditions of a GAP grant).

Program implementation activities, as directed by their National Program Managers.

Assigting and reporting to the Project Officer for GAP grants as gppropriate for the management of
the GAP grant. Thisincludes providing programmetic expertise to review, gpprove and monitor
program specific GAP work plan task development and implementation.

Integrating project-specific assstance and program-devel opment ass stance into the GAP process
for overal capacity building.

D) What aretheresponsibilities of the Regional Grants Management Offices?

The Regiond Grants Management Offices have the following respongibilities:

Assigting and coordinating with the Project Officer for GAP grants as gppropriate.

Develop and submit requests to deviate from GAP adminigtrative or program regulations.

E) What arethe responsibilities of the Office of Regional Counsel?

The Office of Regiond Counsd responshilities include:

Resolving legdl issues associated with award and adminigtration of GAP grants.

Providing technica assstance to grantees with the assessment of their lega and enforcement
infrastructure for their environmenta management programs (as appropriate under the terms and
conditions of the GAP grant).

Assging the Regiond Program Manager, GAP Project Officers and the Regiond Grants
Management Office as appropriate.

Legd determinations associated with Regiond GAP management in consultation with Office of
Generd Counsd, if appropriate. All legd issues of nationd significance associated with Regiona
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policies and guidelines and/or specific GAP grants should be referred to Office of Generd Counsdl
for decison.

F) What are the responsibilities of the Regional Finance Offices?

The Regiond Finance Office responghbilitiesinclude:

»  Obligating/digpersing funds for the GAP grants.

* Providing technica assistance to Project Officers and the Regiona Grants Management Office.

» Providing technica assistance to grantees with assessment of their financia management
infrastructure.

VII. HEADQUARTERS RESPONSIBILITIESFOR GAP MANAGEMENT

The Nationad Program Manager isthe American Indian Environmenta Office (AIEO). AIEO's

respongbilities include:

» Edablishing nationa GAP policy and guidelines.

»  Coordinating GAP budget development and management among the media programs,
adminigrative offices, program development offices and Regiond offices.

* Saving asthe decison officid for dlocation of nationd GAP funds to the Regions.

* Saving asthe decison officid for grantee requests for congtruction activities.

* Approving the disbursement of GAP funds to the Regions.

* Providing nationa GAP oversight.

»  Compiling GAP information for reports to Congress.

B) What arethe responsibilities of the Programmatic National Program Managers (PNPMs)?

The PNPMs are the Assistant and Associate Administrators (or their delegees) of the Nationa

(as appropriate under terms and conditions of a GAP grant).

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e Making dl legd determinations of nationa sgnificance associated with GAP s authorizing Setute,
regulations and generd grant regulations and any other pertinent statute or regulation.

»  Conaulting and providing assstance to the Office of Regiona Counsd in resolution of legd issues,
as appropriate.
