Prior to fiscal year 2000, Chemical and Biological Defense’s R&D was reported with the Washington
Headquarters Services.

TRICARE Management Activity oversees the delivery of healthcare to active duty and retired members of

the uniformed services and their family members and survivors.

The Agency for Health Care Policy and Research was renamed the Agency for Healthcare Research and

Quality as stated in the Healthcare Research and Quality Act of 1999, signed by the President on
December 6, 1999.

Prior to fiscal year 2000, data reported for the Environmental Protection Agency included R&D data for the

Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry.

Beginning in the fiscal year 2000, the National Institutes of Health classified all of its development
activities as research.

Data for fiscal years 2000-2002 from the Substance Abuse & Mental Health Services Administration
(SAMHSA) are estimates based on SAMHSA's obligations by program activity budget and previously
reported funding for development.

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration, formerly a part of the Federal Highway Administration,
was established within the Department of Transportation on January 1, 2000, as stated in the Motor
Carrier Safety Improvement Act of 1999 (Public Law No. 106-159, 113 Stat. 1748 (December 9, 1999)).

The Broadcasting Board of Governors became an independent Federal entity on October 1, 1999, as
mandated by the Foreign Affairs Reform and Restructuring Act (Public Law 105-277) signed by the
President on October 21, 1998.

Beginning in fiscal year 2000, the National Aeronautics & Space Administration reclassified Space Station

as a physical asset and Space Station Research as equipment, and transferred funding for the program
from R&D to R&D plant.

Effective April 1, 1999, all functions and authorities of the United States Arms Control & Disarmament
Agency were transferred to the Department of State.

On October 1, 1999, the United States Information Agency was integrated into the United States
Department of State.

As of fiscal year 2001, the United States International Trade Commission no longer classifies any of its
activities as research and development.
