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GENERAL INFORMATION

PURPOSE

The “Status of Pesticides in Registration, Reregistration, and
Special Review,” also known as the Rainbow Report, provides the
status of pesticides that are undergoing or have completed the
pesticide reregistration or Special Review programs mandated by
the federal pesticide law, FIFRA (the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide,
and Rodenticide Act). The report also lists “new” pesticide active
ingredients--those initially registered since November 1, 1984, which
by law are not subject to reregistration. These new pesticides will be
reviewed periodically in the future through the registration review
program under the 1996 Food Quality Protection Act.

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CHAPTER TWO: SPECIAL REVIEW

This Chapter is organized as follows. The first section
explains the Special Review process, including the criteria that EPA
uses to initiate a Special Review, the steps the Agency takes in
conducting a Special Review, and risk reduction alternatives to the
conventional Special Review process. The next section provides an
"At a Glance"” summary of the dates when Special Review
decision documents were published in the Federal

Register. The third section is a comprehensive reference list of all
chemicals which have been or are currently in the Special Review
program. The chemicals are in alphabetical order within categories
of Special Review. The last section lists the chemicals in identical
sequence and, in addition, presents the details of Special Review
criteria met or exceeded, and outcomes of the reviews.

THE SPECIAL REVIEW PROCESS

The Special Review process is set in motion when EPA has
reason to believe that the use of a pesticide may result in
unreasonable adverse effects to people or the environment. The
criteria for initiating a Special Review set forth in 40 CFR Part 154.7,
are:

1. Acute toxicity to humans or domestic animals.

Potential chronic or delayed toxic effects in humans.
Potential hazards to non-target organisms.

Risk to the continued existence of any threatened or
endangered species.

5. Risk of destruction or other adverse modification of a critical
habitat of any threatened or endangered species.

6. Any other adverse effect to humans or the environment which
may outweigh the benefits that justify initial or continued
registration.

As required by the regulations, the producers of a pesticide, or
"registrants”, receive private notification that the Agency is
considering issuing a Notice of Special Review. This private

notification commences the pre-Special Review phase of the
process. The registrant has 30 days to dispute the validity of the
Agency's concerns.

If, after private notification to the registrants, the Agency
tentatively determines that use of the pesticide does not pose a
significant risk, a Federal Register (FR) notice is issued which
explains the reasons for the Agency's decision. This notice also
announces the availability of the public docket, which includes the
pre-Special Review notification and all written information received
in response to the notification. The FR notice also solicits public
comment, after which the Agency makes a final decision on whether
to initiate a Special Review.

If the Agency determines that a significant risk may be
associated with a pesticide, a Notice of Special Review (Position
Document 1) will be published in the FR. This notice describes the
Special Review criterion of concern, the assumptions and data used
in the analysis, and the strength of the conclusions. The notice will
also announce the availability of the pre-Special Review public
docket, solicit public comment, and request additional information on
the pesticide.
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After issuance of the Notice of Special Review, the Agency may
meet with interested parties to discuss the risk concerns and
available options to reduce the potential risks to health or the
environment. Commencement of the Special Review process is
accompanied by an Agency-conducted, comprehensive risk/benefit
analysis of each use of the pesticide subject to Special Review.
Potential risks are evaluated by considering factors such as:
1) adverse effects to health or the environment; 2) magnitude of
exposure of humans and other non-target organisms; and 3) size of
the population at risk. Benefits of use are evaluated by assessing
the availability, efficacy and cost of alternative control methods, and
impact on users, consumers, and other parties (except the registrant)
if the pesticide is cancelled.

If, after issuance of a Position Document 1, the risks are
determined to be lower than originally believed and acceptable, the
Agency may decide that continuation of the Special Review is not
warranted. This new risk determination may result from further
in-depth risk/benefit analyses or risk reduction actions taken on
behalf of the registrants. In these instances after a Position
Document 1 has been issued but prior to issuing a Position
Document 2/3, the Agency ends the Special Review by publishing a
Notice of Decision to Terminate the Special Review (Position
Document 2) in the ER.

If the Special Review is not concluded by publishing a Position
Document 2, a Notice of Preliminary Determination (Position
Document 2/3) is then published in the ER for public comment. If the
registrants voluntarily amend their registrations in a manner which
would reduce the risks of the pesticide use to acceptable levels, the
notice explains the Agency's previous risk concerns and the
voluntary resolutions made by the registrants to alleviate the
potential risks. If the registrants do not voluntarily amend the
conditions of registrations in order to reduce risks to an acceptable
level, the notice would include the regulatory measures the Agency
believes are required to reduce risks of the pesticide use(s)
to acceptable levels and a proposed notice of intent to cancel, deny,
or reclassify any registrations which do not comply with these
measures.
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The Preliminary Determination is then submitted to the FIFRA
Scientific Advisory Panel (SAP) for comment on the Agency's
scientific rationale. At the same time, the Agency submits the
proposed notice to the United States Department of Agriculture
(USDA) for comment, especially on the benefits issues and
agricultural impacts.

After evaluating all comments received from the USDA, the
SAP, and the public on the proposed action, the Agency will modify
the proposal where appropriate prior to issuance as a final action. A
Notice of Final Determination (Position Document 4) is published in
the FR, along with a Notice of Intent to Cancel, Deny, or Reclassify
Registration if required to implement the determination. Any such
notice becomes effective by operation of law unless the registrant
makes the necessary corrections or a hearing is timely requested by
a person adversely affected by the notice.

The ultimate goal of the Special Review process is to reduce
the risks posed by a pesticide to an acceptable level while taking into
consideration the benefits provided by the use of that pesticide.
Several alternatives to the conventional process are available that
also achieve risk reduction but in a more accelerated manner. They
include:

 Position Document 1/2/3 -- A Position Document 1/2/3 may be
used when the Agency has sufficient information at the outset of a
Special Review to fully assess both the risks and benefits. The
Position Document 1/2/3 bypasses the Position Document 1 stage
and provides a full discussion of the risks, benefits, and proposed
decision at the same time.

* Notice of Intent to Cancel (NOIC) -- Under FIFRA section 6(b),
the Agency may issue a NOIC when it has been determined that a
pesticide poses unreasonable adverse effects. Those uses or
registrations posing the risks are cancelled and removed from the
market.

» Suspension Order/Emergency Suspension Order -- Under
FIFRA section 6(b), the Agency may issue a suspension order or
emergency suspension order to quickly remove a pesticide from the
market when it poses an imminent hazard.



* Negotiated Settlements -- At any time, a registrant may reach
an agreement with the Agency to modify the terms and conditions of
a pesticide registration in order to reduce risk to an acceptable level.
The modifications may include, but are not limited to, cancelling
uses, changing use patterns, changing application methods and/or
rates, and imposing protective measures.

These alternatives are not intended to replace the conventional,
intensive Special Review process. In many cases, they are used
concurrently with the conventional process to achieve expeditious
risk reduction of critical concerns while the overall review continues.
In other cases, the alternative processes are used to quickly reduce
risk concerns associated with the use of a pesticide before it is
placed in the formal Special Review process.

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CHAPTER THREE: REREGISTRATION

This Chapter discusses the pesticide reregistration program
and its overall status. Next, reregistration cases are presented
alphabetically by list (i.e., List A, B, C, and D) with a description of
their individual status. The final section presents a list of newer

pesticide active ingredients not subject to reregistration. These new
active ingredients and others will be reviewed periodically in the
future under the registration review program.

THE REREGISTRATION PROGRAM

As the federal pesticide law FIFRA directs, EPA is
conducting a comprehensive review of older pesticides to consider
their health and environmental effects and make decisions about
their future use. Under this pesticide reregistration program, EPA
examines health and safety data for pesticide active ingredients
initially registered before  November 1, 1984, and determines
whether they are eligible for reregistration. To be “eligible”, a
pesticide must have a substantially complete data base and must
not cause unreasonable risks to human health or the environment
when used in accordance with its approved label directions and
precautions.

In addition, all pesticides must meet the new safety
standard of the Food Quality Protection Act of 1996, or FQPA. EPA
must be able to conclude with “reasonable certainty” that “no harm”
will come to infants, children, or other sensitive individuals exposed
to pesticides. All pesticide exposures -- from food, drinking water,
and home and garden use -- must be considered in determining
allowable levels of pesticides in food. The cumulative effects of
pesticides and other compounds with common mechanisms of
toxicity also must be considered.

Through the reregistration program, EPA is ensuring that
older pesticides meet contemporary health and safety standards and
product labeling requirements, and that their risks are mitigated.

FIFRA ‘88 ACCELERATED REREGISTRATION

The 1988 amendments to FIFRA created the reregistration
scheme that EPA has been using for nearly a decade. The Agency
will be completing this program within the next several years.

O Scope

The accelerated reregistration program under FIFRA ‘88
encompassed all pesticide active ingredients initially registered
before November 1, 1984. These approximately 1,150 active
ingredients were organized into about 600 “cases” or groups of
related pesticide active ingredients.

O Lists

FIFRA ‘88 directed EPA to divide the 600 cases undergoing
reregistration into four lists: List A, B, C, and D.

O List A - List A, which contains most food use pesticides,
consists of the 194 chemical cases (or 350 individual active
ingredients) for which EPA had issued Registration
Standards prior to FIFRA ‘88. Each Registration Standard
document summarized the data available for a pesticide,
called in any additional studies needed for reregistration,
and required necessary product labeling changes. The
safety of many food use pesticides improved through this
earlier program as EPA obtained updated studies and
effected labeling improvements.
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O Lists B, C, and D - The remaining pesticides requiring
reregistration were divided into three lists based on their
potential for human exposure and other factors, with List B
containing pesticides of greater concern and List D
pesticides of less concern. Some of the classification
criteria included potential for residues in food or drinking
water, significance of outstanding data requirements,
potential for worker exposure, Special Review or restricted
use status, and unintended adverse effects to animals and
plants.

O Phases

FIFRA ‘88 established a reregistration process consisting of
five phases, with timeframes and responsibilities for both EPA and
pesticide producers (or “registrants”). The List B, C, and D
pesticides went through all five phases. Because EPA had already
substantially reviewed them under the Registration Standards
program, the List A pesticides moved directly to Phase 5.

O Phase 1 - List Active Ingredients - As required, EPA
published Lists A, B, C, and D within 10 months of FIFRA
‘88 (by October 24, 1989) and asked registrants of these
pesticides whether they intended to seek reregistration.

O Phase 2 - Declare Intent and Identify Studies - Phase
2 required registrants to notify EPA whether or not they
intended to reregister their products; to identify and commit
to providing necessary new studies; and to pay the first
installment of the reregistration fee. During this phase, EPA
issued guidance to registrants for preparing their Phase 2
and Phase 3 responses. Phase 2 activities were completed
in 1990.

O Phase 3 - Summarize Studies - During Phase 3,
following EPA guidance, registrants were required to submit
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summaries and reformat acceptable studies, “flag” studies
indicating adverse effects, re-commit to satisfying all
applicable data requirements, and pay the final installment
of the reregistration fee. Phase 3 ended in October 1990.

O Phase 4 - EPA Review and Data Call-In - During Phase
4, EPA reviewed all Phase 2 and 3 submissions and
required registrants to meet any unfulfilled data
requirements within four years. Phase 4 was completed in
1993.

O Phase 5 - Reregistration Decisions - In this final
phase, EPA reviews all the studies that have been
submitted for a case, and decides whether or not pesticide
products containing the active ingredient(s) are eligible for
reregistration -- whether the data base is substantially
complete, and whether or not the pesticide causes
unreasonable adverse effects to people or the environment
when used according to product labeling. EPA also
considers whether the pesticide meets the new safety
standard of the FQPA, as discussed below. The results of
the Agency'’s review are presented in a Reregistration
Eligibility Decision (RED) document. Products containing
the pesticide are reregistered after certain product-specific
data and revised labeling are submitted and approved.
Also, all the active ingredients in a pesticide product must
be eligible before the product may be reregistered.

REREGISTRATION AND THE FOOD QUALITY PROTECTION
ACT

New dimensions were added to the pesticide reregistration
program on August 3, 1996, when the Food Quality Protection Act
(FQPA) was enacted. This law, which amends both FIFRA and the
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA), established a new
safety standard for pesticide residues in food, with an emphasis on
protecting the health of infants and children.



Under FQPA, EPA must be able to conclude with
“reasonable certainty that no harm will result from aggregate
exposure” to each pesticide from dietary and other sources.
Indetermining allowable levels of pesticide residues in food, EPA
must conduct a comprehensive assessment of each pesticide’s
risks, considering:

O Aggregate exposure of the public to pesticide residues
from all sources including food, drinking water, and
residential uses;

O Cumulative effects of pesticides and other substances
with common mechanisms of toxicity;

O Special sensitivity of infants and children to pesticides;
O Estrogen or other endocrine effects.

Within ten years, EPA must reassess all existing “tolerances”
(maximum limits for pesticide residues in foods), considering
pesticides that appear to pose the greatest risks first, to ensure that
they meet FQPA'’s new safety standard.

EPA is using the ongoing reregistration program to
accomplish tolerance reassessment, the cornerstone of the FQPA.
Through reregistration, the Agency is making decisions on the future
of both existing tolerances and pesticide registrations. By the time
reregistration is completed in about 2002, EPA will have started the
registration review program created by the FQPA. This new
program requires EPA to review every registered pesticide on a 15-
year cycle. Looking to the future, then, the public always will have
assurance that pesticides are being reviewed periodically and
updated to meet current scientific and regulatory standards.

CURRENT STATUS OF REREGISTRATION
O Reregistration is 66% Complete
Out of a universe of 612 reregistration cases, 66% (403

cases) have completed the reregistration process -- REDs have
been issued and products are being reregistered, or all products in

the case have been voluntarily cancelled, or the pesticide has been
deregulated. EPA has 34% or 209 reregistration cases left to
complete.

O 172 REDs are Completed

EPA has completed 172 Reregistration Eligibility Decisions
(REDSs), and plans to complete 209 more REDs during the next
several years.

O Risks are Being Reduced through REDs

The reregistration program is bringing about real world
improvements in pesticide use. Risks associated with these older
pesticides are being mitigated through changes in their use, brought
about by changes in product labeling. As end use products are
reregistered, their labeling reflects measures required by the REDs
to ensure that these products will be used more safely in the future,
enhancing protection of users, the general public, and the
environment. Most REDs include some or many of the following risk
reduction requirements:

O Voluntary cancellation;

O Some uses not eligible / not yet eligible;

O Limit amount, frequency or timing of applications;
O Other application restrictions;

O "Restricted Use Pesticide” classification;

O Personal Protective Equipment (PPE);

O Restricted Entry Intervals (REIS);

O User safety requirements and recommendations;
O Improved use directions and precautions;

O Special / tamper-resistant packaging;

O Engineering / production controls;

O Ground / surface water safeguards;

O Spray drift labeling;
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O Other environmental safeguards;
O Ecological safeguards;
O Special programs to better protect young children.

LIST A, B, C, and D CASE LEVEL INFORMATION

Reregistration cases (groups of related active ingredients)
are presented in alphabetical order, by list. Information presented
for each case includes:

O Case Name and Number;

O CRM - The name of the Chemical Review Manager who is
handling the reregistration case. If “Unassigned”, no Review
Manager currently is assigned; please call the Special Review and
Reregistration Division (SRRD) at 703-308-8000 for assistance. If
“AD”, the case is assigned to the Antimicrobials Division; please call
703-308-6411.

O Pesticide Type - Indicates the pesticide’s main function, such as
insecticide, fungicide, herbicide, rodenticide, antimicrobial, or any of
about 20 more specific sub-types, as follows:

O *“Insecticide” includes acaricide, larvicide, molluscicide,
miticide, ovicide, insect repellent, insect growth regulator,
microbial insecticide, and piscicide;

O "Fungicide” includes nematicide and wood preservative;
O "Herbicide” includes algaecide and plant growth regulator;

O "Rodenticide” includes repellent and bird repellent;
O “Antimicrobial” includes bactericide, microbicide, soil
microbicide, and nitrification inhibitor.

O Registration Standard Date, NTIS Number, and Second Round
Review (SRR) Date - Relevant to List A cases only;

O Status - The reregistration status of the case may be summarized
using one or more of the following phrases:

O RED Approved (with date and NTIS number) - OPP has
made a decision that some/all uses of the pesticide are
eligible for reregistration, as reflected in a Reregistration
Eligibility Decision (RED) document.

O RED/Not Eligible - OPP has made a decision that
products containing the pesticide are not eligible for
reregistration.

O RED/Exemption - Pesticides in the case have been
exempted from regulation under FIFRA Section 25(b).

O RED/Voluntary Cancellation - The last registered
pesticide products containing this pesticide were voluntarily
cancelled by their registrants while EPA was developing the
RED.



O Completed Reregistration - All or most products
containing the pesticide have completed product
reregistration, the final step in the reregistration process.

O Pre-RED - OPP is reviewing data from the pesticide’s
producers regarding its human health and/or environmental
effects, or OPP is determining the pesticide’s eligibility for
reregistration and developing the RED document.

O In Pre-Special Review, or In Special Review - The
pesticide is in or has completed the reregistration process
and, meanwhile, is also the subject of an in-depth Special
Review, as described further in Chapter Two.

O Unsupported - None of the active ingredients in the case
are being supported for reregistration by their registrants.

All are unsupported, or some are unsupported and some are
cancelled. Cases described as “unsupported” generally are
being processed for cancellation.

O Cancelled - No products containing the pesticide are
actively registered. Therefore, we are characterizing the
case as “cancelled”. Under FIFRA, pesticide producers may
voluntarily cancel their registered products. EPA also may
cancel pesticide registrations if registrants fail to pay
required fees or make/meet certain reregistration
commitments, or if EPA reaches findings of unreasonable
adverse effects.

O Cancelled/New Al - All products containing this pesticide
that were subject to reregistration have been cancelled.
However, recently registered products contain this pesticide
as a new active ingredient.

O Not Subject to Reregistration - The active ingredients in
the case actually were initially registered after November 1,
1984, and are not subject to reregistration.

LIST A, B, C, and D ACTIVE INGREDIENT LEVEL
INFORMATION

Active ingredients (Al's) are listed under the reregistration
case to which each is assigned. (Although some cases have
multiple active ingredients, many cases only have one.) Information
presented for each active ingredient includes:

O Al Number - The active ingredient number or chemical code.
O Al Name - The active ingredient’s common or chemical name.

O DCI Date(s) - Dates of any Data Call-In Notices (DCI's) issued for
the pesticide under the FIFRA ‘88 accelerated reregistration
program.

O Status - The status of an active ingredient is summarized using
one of the following phrases:

O RED Completed - OPP has completed a Reregistration
Eligibility Decision (RED) document for the case/Al.

O Supported - The producers of the pesticide have made
commitments to conduct the studies and pay the fees
required for reregistration, and are meeting those
commitments in a timely manner.

O Unsupported - Registrants of the pesticide have not made
or honored a commitment to seek reregistration, conduct the
necessary studies, or pay the requisite fees, or they have
asked EPA to cancel their product registrations. Unless
some other interested party supports them, products
containing the pesticide will be cancelled.

O Cancelled - The Al is no longer contained in any

registered pesticide product. Thus, we characterize it as
“cancelled”.
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O Cancelled/New Al - All products containing this pesticide
that were subject to reregistration have been cancelled.
However, recently registered products contain this pesticide
as a new Al.

O Inert - The chemical is not pesticidally active in any
registered pesticide product and has been declared an inert
ingredient.

O Not Subject to Reregistration - The active ingredient
actually was initially registered after November 1, 1984, and
is not subject to reregistration.

NEW ACTIVE INGREDIENTS

The final list includes pesticide active ingredients initially
registered after November 1, 1984, that currently have active
product registrations. By law, these newer pesticides are not subject
to the reregistration program. They must, however, meet the new
safety standard of the FQPA, and will be reviewed on a 15-year
cycle under the registration review program. Information presented
includes:

O Al Number - The active ingredient number or chemical code.

O Type of Pesticide - Indicates whether the pesticide was registered
as a conventional pest control chemical or a biological control agent,
and the pesticide’s main function, such as insecticide, fungicide,
etc..

O Use Site - Indicates whether the pesticide is registered primarily
for food or non-food uses, and provides other information as
available on the main sites where it may be used.

O Year - The year in which the pesticide was first registered.
