Light Poetry

Flavin wrote this poem in 1961. Do you think
it looks like his art? You can almost imagine it
as a vibrant pole of light. It’s an example of a
concrete poem—one that takes on the shape 
of its subject. (For example, a concrete poem
about Halloween might be written in the shape
of a pumpkin, or a poem about love could be
written in the shape of a heart.)

When you visit the Flavin exhibition, select a 
single work of art. Then, create a poem about it.
Start by writing down words that come to
mind when you look at the work—they can
be descriptive, like the colors of light and
shapes that you see, and they can be words
that express your feelings about the work. 
Try to include verbs, adverbs, nouns, and
adjectives in your list. Use the words in the
bubbles to help you get started:

Next, organize the words into phrases. Finally,
arrange the phrases on a sheet of paper to 
form the shape of the work of art you selected.
Is your poem a diagonal, vertical, or horizontal
line, or did you choose a more elaborate 
Flavin piece as your inspiration?

Sculpture Garden
Located on the National Mall at 7th Street
and Constitution Avenue, the Gallery’s
Sculpture Garden provides spacious walking
and seating areas where visitors can rest
and reflect on both art and nature. Visit
year-round to see grand and whimsical
contemporary sculpture in a unique setting.
In the summer, dip your toes in the reflect-
ing pool and fountain or enjoy a snack 
at the Pavilion Café. During winter, the
reflecting pool becomes an ice-skating rink.
