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NOTES

The ECI uses afive-year moving average of standard errors to evaluate published series because standard
errors vary from quarter to quarter. To assist usersin ascertaining the reliability of series, the five-year
moving average of standard errors for al estimates (excluding seasonally adjusted series) will be available
on the Internet site (http://www.bls.gov/ncg/ect/) shortly after publication of the news release.

Beginning with March 1995, ECI measures are based on 1990 fixed employment counts. A report on this
reweighting, “Introducing 1990 Weights for the Employment Cost Index,” is available upon request.
From June 1986 through December 1994, ECI measures were based on 1980 fixed employment counts,
while prior to June 1986, they were based on 1970 employment counts.

Beginning with the March 1990 ECI news release, the base for ECI index numbers is June 1989=100,
rather than June 1981=100. The changeisexplained in the technical note, “Employment Cost Index
Rebased to June 1989,” in the April 1990 issue of the Monthly Labor Review. The percent changes
shown in the tables in this listing were calculated from the rebased indexes. Thus, changes may differ
from those originally published because of rounding. A table of conversion factors, which allows usersto
calculate percent changes based on the June 1981 base, is available upon request.

When using the ECI for escalation contracts, users should request the article “ Escalation in Employer
Costs for Employee Compensation: A Guide for Contracting Parties.”
